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Abstract

Zhang Shi — zhao was a famous person of great importance in modern
Chinese history. He deeply influenced his times. This thesis, taking him
and his newspapers and magazines as the central subject under
discussion, is conducted to make a complete study on his journalism
practice and journalism theory. The author hopes that this study can
lengthways deepen the “Zhang Shi — zhao Research” and richen it in
breadthwise, so that it can make up Chinese Journalism History and be of
value to the nowadays journalism, supplying the modem journalist
undertakings with historical use for reference. This thesis is made up of
three parts including ten chapters. The following is the abstract:

Part One, from chapter 1 to 3, is intensively focused on Zhang Shi —
zhao’ s journalism practice during the period from 1903 to 1926. Here,
the newspapers that he launched and chief — edited, such as “Su Bao”,
“the Tiger” and so on,are paid close attention to.

In chapter one, this thesis lists systemmatically all the newspapers
and magazines that were chief — edited by Zhang Shi — zhao at the end of
Qing Dynasty (1903 — 1911), such as “Su Bao”, “National Daily”,
“Empire Daily”, etc. The “Su Bao Case” is brand newly studied in a
special sight of view. Here, the reason of Zhang Shi - zhao "o
transformation from revolution to academic research is analyzed
sociologically .
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In Chapter 2, the thesis investigates Zhang Shi — zhao’ s journalism
practice at the beginning of the Republic of China(1912 - 1916) . During
this period, Zhang Shi — zhao chief — edited “Min Li Newspaper” and
launched “the Independent Weekly” and “the tiger Monthly”. In the
complicated social and political environment, he insisted on free,
impartial and independent expression of political opinion. The reason why
he left “Min Li NewsPaper” and his change of direcction in “the
Independent Weekly” are involved for the first time. His “the Tiger
Monthly” is the main body of this chapter, because it was tightly
connected with the New Culture Movement. The Monthly became the most
famous magazine after Liang Qi — chao’ s “Xinmin Cong Bao” and Chen
Du - xiu’s “New Youth Monthly” . From the Monthly, people have felt
that a new culture movement is coming near and soon.

In chapter 3, Zhang Shi — zhao’ s journalism practice from 1917 to
1926 is the main content. During this period, he launched “the Tiger
Daily”, “the Tiger Weekly” and began to propagate the theory of
conciliationism, advocating torloration and compromise. Based on our
study, we are now able to draw a conclusion that Zhang’ s idea of
compromise was nothing but a political principle. It wasn’ t a political
thought. Zhang broadcast it only with the aim to fight against Yuan Shi —
kai. During “the Tiger Weekly”, he overthrew all his former ideas,
because of the disaster of the First World War and frequent resurgence of
monarchy in China. He began to negate the representative system in
politics, oppose the New Culture Movement in cultural field and pursue
the policy of “agriculture country” in economics. This was an attempt
based on china’s condition, but it was only a frustrated quest in the end.

In addition, in this chapter, we also talked about his practice in some
famous newspaper and magazines. And his journalism practice from 1926
to 1949 was generally summarized.

Part Two, including chapter 4, chapter 5 and chapter 6, focused on
Zhang Shi - zhao’ s multi ~ quality in jounalism. This thesis tried to
explore the reason why he succeeded in joumnalism in order to supply the
modem journalist undertakings with historical use for reference.

In chapter 4, this thesis summarized Zhang Shi - zhao’ s three origins
of his journalism theory: all kinds of mordern western theories provided
him with conceptions and rules of freedom, democracy, independence and
equality; Liu Zong — yuan, an ancient Chinese ideologist,, gave him anxiety
to his nation and countrymen; and the Huxiang Culture, a kind of regional
culture generated only in Hunan Province, trained him to behave with
bravery, uprightness or integrity, tough and pliable efforts, greatly
influenced him.

In chapter 5, this thesis also discussed Zhang’s courage in studying
and accepting new theories. Few people know that Zhang was also a
forthgoer in Marxism and psychology, especially in psychoanalysis, he
sudied with care and precisions. These new theories helped him advance
with times, and make his opinion withstand the test by history.
Simultaneously, Zhang’ s constant attention to new theory also adds colors
to his journalism characteristics. This thesis is also greatly concemned with
Zhang Shi - zhao’ s knowledge and academic specialty. Above all, he was
a scholar, a great scholar of multi — subject, such as his accomplishments
in linguistics, logics, history and law. Thus, he had the ability to report
and comment neatly, logically, persuasively and characteristically. Thus
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
