Passage: “Sculptures must, for example, be stable, which requires an understanding of the
properties of mass, weight distribution, and stress. Paintings must have rigid
stretchers so that the canvas will be taut, and the paint must not crack, deteriorate, or
discolor. These are problems that must be overcome by the artist because they tend to
intrude upon his or her conception of the work.
