The rules for acquiring substantial wealth are few, simple, and proven. For most
Americans, becoming rich is actually a matter of choice.

The first rule of becoming rich is to have a reasonable income base. Few people who
have only subsistence-level income can expect to be rich because they must devote themselves
entirely to survival, which means they can’t save and their wealth can’t grow. But most
Americans have reasonable income actually by birth.

The second rule is to take the b’ower of compound interest seriously and do so very early
in life. An obvious reason many Americans end up their careers with modest means is that
they resisted the opportunities to live modestly along the way.

The third rule is to save a lot and do it consistently and, from an early age. Many
Americans have simply been unwilling to quit the good life along the way.
