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A Brief History of Oxford University

Oxford is a unique
and historic institution. As
the oldest English-speaking
university in the world, it
can lay claim to nine
centuries of continuous

existence. There is no clear

date of foundation, but
| teaching existed at Oxford
e . 3 . 5% in some form in 1096 and
developed rapidly from 1167. In 1190 the arrival of Emo of Friesland, the first known overseas
student, set the University’s tradition of international scholarly links. In the 13th century, rioting
between town and gown (townspeople and students) hastened the establishment of primitive halls
of residence. Less than a century later, Oxford had achieved eminence above every other seat of

learning, and won the praises of popes, kings and sages by virtue of its antiquity, curriculum,
doctrine and privileges. The University assumed a leading role in the Victorian era, especially in
religious controversy. From 1878, academic halls were established for women, who became
members of the University in 1920. During the 20th, Oxford added to its humanistic core a major
new research capacity in natural and applied sciences, including medicine. In so doing, it has
enhanced and strengthened its traditional role as an international focus for learning and forum for
intellectual debate.
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Stanford University

Stanford University, officially
Leland Stanford Junior University, is
an independent, nondenominational
institution of higher learning, in
Stanford, California. It was founded
in 1885 by the American statesman,
railroad magpate, and patron of
education, Leland Stanford, and his
wife, Jane Lathrop Stanford, in
memory of their son, Leland
: i Stanford Jr. The university opened in
1891. Instruction and research are based in seven schools business, earth sciences, education,

engineering, humanities and sciences, law, and medicine. Special facilities include the Hoover
Institution on War, Revolution & Peace; the Stanford Linear Accelerator Center; Jasper Ridge
Biological Preserve; and Hopkins Marine Station, in Pacific Grove, California. The Stanford
library system contains 6.3 million volumes in 14 main and branch libraries as well as 5
coordinate libraries. Stanford has more than 1,400 faculty members and an approximately 14,000
students. The degrees of bachelor, master, and doctor are offered.
