Part One

After accession to WTQ, the interests of different economic en-
tities have to be reallocated, the national economic sovereignties have
to be relinquished partially, the existing domestic economic system
has to be amalgamated with WTO rules, and the concerned law, re-
gulations, policy even the governmental function and enterprise op-
eration have to be changed accordingly. Therefore, it has become one
of the most imperative issues to reorganize the relationship between
the government and state — owned enterprises according to the game
rules of WTO.

However, the relationship reconstruction process in compliance
with the game rules of WTQO is an unprecedented work.During the
transformation of the central planned economy into the socialist
market economy, the effective compatibility of the government, state
— owned enterprise as well as the market economy system with
WTO regulation has become a brand new course to be studied, be-
cause the required compatibility exceeds the theories raised by the
Marxist classic theoreticians and exceeds the practices and experi-
ences of socialist countries. Due to lack of the theory on government
— enterprise relationship reconstruction and urgent requirement for
the theory by the reforming and opening practice, the author tries to
establish a basic theory frame studying related basic issue, relation

and laws regarding the reconstruction theory of the government and
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state — owned enterprise relationship.

This paper will establish a basic theory system frame on*“Gov-
ernment — Service — Enterprise Relationship” mode with Chinese
characteristics by utilizing the concept of “ Connotative meaning of
government — enterprise relationship — Motivation of the govern-
ment — enterprise relationship reconstruction = Reference of the re-
lationship reconstruction — Initiation of the relationship reconstruc-
tion = Obstacle of the relationship reconstruction — Orientation of
the relationship reconstruction — Target of the relationship recon-
struction = Route of the relationship reconstruction”, employing the
methodology combined with the chronicle method and logic method,
emphasizing on study of the connotative meaning and the character-
istic features of the government — enterprise relationship, the back-
ground and theory ground for the relationship reconstruction, the in-
ternational references (with many mode investigations)for the rela-
tionship reconstruction, the unique characteristics of the Chinese
government — enterprise relationship (transmutation and trend), the
obstacle and its sticking point of the reconstruction, and the condi-
tion, orientation and target of the reconstruction. Finally, this paper
will probe into the route selection for the Chinese government — en-

terprise relationship reconstruction.
Part Three

This paper highlights the theory innovation and concentrates on the
establishment of basic theory frame for the new — style“ Government —
Service — Enterprise Relationship” mode with Chinese characteristics. In
fact, this paper’s theme itself is an innovation. Moreover, during the study
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period, the author has paid attention to the eliminating and retaining as
well as the sublating and uplifting to the related study results, and tried to
keep the innovation in establishment of theory system, mainly as follows:
(1) The connotative meaning of “ government — enterprise relationship”:
Due to the sophisticated fields and factors involved in the"government ~
enterprise relationship”term, the*meta — study” regarding the" government
— enterprise relationship”in China is very weak in the community of so-
cial sciences, either in politics, economics, philosophy or in sociclogy,
etc. Up to now there is no clear definition or interpretation of the phrase
of*“government — enterprise relationship”in either any authoritarian trea-
tise or textbook in China. For the convenience of the research, the author
defines the government — enterprise relationship”as:a kind of relationship
between the organization of government and the organization of enterprise
after the development of the history to certain period. The formation of
“government — enterprise relationship”is an outcome of the mutual devel-
opment and mutual connection between the government organizations and
the enterprise organizations. The government — enterprise relationship al-
ways specifically is represented in certain spatial dimensions (country, re-
gion or any other geographical administration district) . The development
and transformation of“government — enterprise relationship” represents in
a transformation of social relationship, which differs from the evolvement
process of biological relationship in the nature. The government — enter-
prise relationship will be affected by various factors; moreover as organi-
zation, the government and the enterprise themselves are also in continu-
ous development and transformation, their respective development and
transformation as well as mutual interconnection will keep the government
— enterprise relationship also in continucus development and transforma-
tion. Therefore, the transformation of government — enterprise relationship

is achieved during the interactive developments of the government and the
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enterprise.

(2)Features of resources in the government — enterprise rela-
tionship : From the point of organization and system, the government
and the enterprise are separate formal organizations respectively, but
both have the characteristics of resources and are mutual resources to
each other.On the one hand, as the public management organiza-
tion, government will not directly create value or participate in value
creation, but it can, relying on its political power and authority, safe-
guard and serve the value creation as the supplier of systems and
rules; at the same time, as the subject of government procurement,
the government is also a kind of market resources, one of the re-
sources for the enterprise.On the other hand, as a historic outcome
of social production at certain periods, enterprise is the organization
directly performing the value creation; as an object of governmental
management and service, the enterprise is also a kind of social re-
source. The basis for government — enterprise relationship evaluation
shall be the effect of the relationship to the efficiency of value cre-
ation. As the outcome of respective transformation, mutual transfor-
mation and mutual reaction of the government and the enterprise,
the government — enterprise relationship always keeps in transfor-
mation along with the historic transformation of social production
and value creation. The features of resources owned by the govern-
ment and the enterprise determines the features of resources owned
by the government — enterprise relationship.From the theory of sys-
tem innovation, the government — enterprise relationship reforming
is not just an ordinary system transition, but also a system innova-
tion. The transformation of government — enterprise relationship into
the systematic resources relationship is a transformation based on

the government and enterprise themselves as the subject respective-
