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June 1979, in order to explore the oversea architectural market. National Architecture and Construction Bureau built up
Chinese Oversea Architecture and Construction Company in Hong Kang. It mainly took up Hong Kong's and oversea
construction tasks. I (at that time T was taken charge of vice-director general of Architecture and Construction Bureau,
also Dean of Chinese Architectural Science Academe. mainly was in charge of design works) discussed with the Director
general of Architecture and Construction Bureau Xiao Tong and vice-director general Yan Zixiang, then I proposed to set
up a design institute in Hong Kong. which could introduce foreign high-tech skills and open up a new area. Both of them

agreed.

At the beginning of January 1980, we appointed Wang Ting. director general of Architecture and Construction Design
Bureau, to visit Hong Kong. He discussed with me for many times and exchanged ideas with Huang Hanging, the
chairman of Senyang International Co. Ltd. Huang Hanging was Indonesian oversea Chinese. He worked in Beijing
Industrial and Architecture Design Institute for many years and settle down in Hong Kang in 70’s. Mr. Huang had an idea
to build up a design institute in Hong Kong and contribute to China from long time ago, so we happened to have the

Mr. Huang wrote a letter to Gumu, the vice-prime minister in State Department. He raised the option of establishing

design institute in Hong Kong. Mr. Gumu gave me this letter. I discussed this with Xiao Tong and Yan Zixiang wrote a
formal report to Gumu, vice-prime minister. He supported this very much and approved that. Then he sent this report to
Imports and Exports Council. The Council placed it on the name list of institutes. which would be established in Hong

Kong.

Oct. the same year, Mr. Huang Hanqging came to Beijing. 1 discussed with Mr. Wang Ting and Mr. Huang about the

details for design institute’s establishment: (1) name of institute. We all agreed to use “huasen”™. “hua™ means China.

“Sen” means Senyang Company. Full name is “Huasen Architecture and Construction Design Consultant Company™. (2

)
Operation scope, including architecture and construction design, interior design. construction engineering, water supply
and drainage, air conditioning, lighting, civil motility engineering. building site management, consultation adviser and
contractor and so on. (3) Kind, joint venture, in the name of China Architecture Design Consultation Company
(afterward changed to Architecture Ministry Architecture Design Institute), accounted for 85% stock, Senyang accounted
for 15%. (4) Mr. Huang answered for registered. working. stafl accommodation and temporarily operation outlay in
Hong Kong. (5) Built stockholder commitiee. 1 was chairman and Mr. Huang was vice-chairman. both sides signed in

due form contract under my supported.

Later, Mr. Huang registered company in Hong Kong. Yan Zixiang, Wan Ting and I chose staffs. temporarily transferred
vice-secretary-general of China Architecture Institute, Mr. Zeng Jian as general manager, at the same time selected
excellent architects Chen Shimin and Zhang Xiangxuan, structure engineers Du Huanwen and Cheng Yongnian, they
arrived at Hong Kong on 19th December 1980. Huasen Architecture and Construction Design Consultant Company was
declared coming into existence. Hercalter made special trip to Shenzhen, called on vice-mayor of Shenzhen City Mr. Luo
Changren, propounded build branch of Huasen Architecture and Construction Design Consultant Company at Shenzhen.
Mr. Luo agreed our request and we established filiale at Shenzhen Shekou soon. In this way, Hong Kong became a

window and Shenzhen was a base, this convenience for expansion business at both places.

The end of 1980. The director general of National Architecture and Construction Bureau Xiao Tong, Yan Zixiang and
Yuan Jinsheng, general architect Dai Nianci and Wang Ting analyzed the situation of reformation and opening, estimated
the status quo of design team, made decision establish a design office in Hong Kong. Its missions were: (1) as a
forerunner of design units walked out the door of China: (2) as a window of inter-communications with foreign designers
about design ideas. about improving design level, collecting science information and experiences of design management:
(3) as an experimental model of putting design company into marked economy. The director general of National
Architecture and Construction Bureau sent me and other 7 colleagues linked up with Mr. Huang Hanging in Hong Kong
and established the first oversea joint venture design office — Huasen Architecture and Construction Design Consultant

Company.
