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Abstract

The Taiwan Strait Economic Zone ( TSEZ) is defined as an economic zone
covering the region of Taiwan and the west seashore area with typical features of strait
economy. The population of the Taiwan Strait area was 124 million at the end of 2006,
which was 9. 49% of that of China; the area of it is 331500km”, which is 3. 08% of
that of China; its GDP was 4856. 6 billion yuan in 2007 with a growth rate of about
7% . .

During the past period of more than one year, some changes which are helpful for
the formation and development of the TSEZ have taken place in the region of Taiwan
and greatly enhanced the importance of establishing such an economic zone. The TSEZ
will become the fourth pole of China’s economic development, promote the economic
integration in Eastern China, contribute to the win-win situation across the Taiwan
Strait, and become an internationalized regional economic center.

This blue book analyses the TSEZ economy and its trends from the dimensions of
economic structure, inner-consuming demand, outer-consuming demand, outer-investing
demand, financial sector, fiscal revenue, transportation, and telecommunication.

The development map of the TSEZ can be described as follow: Arranging Fujian
province as a special zone to test different ways to develop close link with the region of
Taiwan, reaching the first stage of the TSEZ, reaching the second stage of the TSEZ,
becoming a new growth pole of China’s economy, becoming a new economic center in
the Asian-Pacific region.

The following strategies have been suggested for the development of the TSEZ:
Contributing to the rejuvenation of China, bringing benefits to the Chinese people,
catching historic opportunities, creating good climate for peaceful reunification, testing
different ways for economic cooperation, exploring system innovation, forming closest
link, realizing economic integration, building a new growth pole of China’s economy,
and making the TSEZ a harmonious, prosperous, and highly-civilized community with
beautiful environment.

The “economic integration of the TSEZ” has been selected as a special issue and



deeply discussed by lots of famous scholars in this field from both sides of the strait, who
have contributed their papers to this book.

The mission of this blue book is: To build a forum for those, who are interested in
and have been making efforts to promote the formation and development of the TSEZ,
to offer their ideas and suggestions, in the purpose of benefiting the people living in

both sides of the Taiwan Strait and pushing forward the peaceful reunification of China.
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
