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- ABSTRACT

To construct socialism, people must correctly handle 4 impor-
tant relations. First, correctly handle the relation between unity
and variety of socialism. Socialism has unified principle, but it has
no fixed pattern. It is to be failure inevitably to hold a certain pat-
tern of constructing socialism in esteem, and scarify it. Second,
correctly handle the relation between stability and aging of social-
ism. Socialism should have a stable principle, or it would not be
socialism. And in fact, principle is not the beginning, on contra-
ry; it is the result of practice. Changing of practice demands social-
ist theory to develop with time. Socialist stability is not the same as
ossification. Third, correctly handle the relation between long-
lasting and staging of socialism. Being a kind of socialist pattern,
socialism is long history process, this process could be divided into
several stages, and every stage has unique character. Every stage
demands suited production relations. This is decided by productive
forces. It must be more haste, less speed, if construct socialism
with jumping stage. Fourth, correctly handle the relations be-
tween socialism and capitalism. From theory, socialism is con-
structed on capitalism, there is a direct relation that can not be cut
off between them. Socialism is not only surmounting to capitalism,
but also inheriting it. They should not be opposed absolutely. For
the backward socialist countries which are constructed on undevel-

oped capitalism, it is particularly important to how to handle the.
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relations. Marx and Engels’ thought about socialism wﬁich are
constructed on developed capitalism can not be copied simply to the
practice of backward socialist countries.

To construct socialism, people must solve 5 important prob-
lems. First, construct harmony society. Socialist society should be
harmony society essentially, of course, harmony is not the mean-
ing of without contradictions. There are a lot of contradictions in
socialist society, but the contradictions are not opposite. The con-
tradictions in socialist society belong to the people’s inner contra-
dictions. The way of resolving class struggle can not be used in re-
solving the people’s inner contradictions. In fact, magnifying the
class struggle is to treat the people’s inner contradictions as those
between ourselves and enemy. It must affect the socialist harmony
to emphasize the contradictions of socialism excessively. It is the
socialist demands essentially to construct harmony society. Sec-
ond, socialist countries should regard the economy construction as
central work. Being a basic principle of historical materialism—
productive forces is the decisive forces at last. It makes people to
regard developing economy as central work of socialist -countries.
Meanwhile, socialist countries should insist on the all-round devel-
opment. The purpose of developing economy is to improve people’s
life standard. It is not the scientific development which departs
from people. Scientific development is to regard people as purpose,
not the matter as purpose. Third, socialist countries should
strengthen the construction of democracy and legality. Because
most socialist countries’ productive forces and culture’s foundation
is weak, the tradition of democracy and legality is poor, and after
establishing socialist system, people did not pay attention to de-
mocracy and legality sufficiently, for examples, some phenome-

non, such as magnifying class struggle damaged socialist democra—
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cy and legality, affected socialist honor. Strengthening democracy
and legality is the fundamental measure for fighting against cult of
the individual and corruption, correctly handle the relation be-
tween leaders and people, the relation between cadres and people.
Strengthening construction of democracy and legality is socialist de-
mands essentially. Fourth, socialist countries must correctly han-
dle the relations between nations. Complicated national relations
exist in socialist country, and the national problems are long-last-
ing. The national problems can not be resolved thoroughly since
the establishing of socialist system. Socialist countries should han-
dle the national problems with caution, and regard development as
the fundamental measure to resolve national problems, fight a-
gainst various narrow nationalism firmly. Fifth, socialist countries
should keep the dominant role of socialist culture, and keep cultur-
al variety. Being the core of socialist culture, socialist ideology
must be leading role, otherwise, socialism will collapse inevita-
bly. When keeping the dominant role socialist culture, people
should keep cultural variety, because the soil of various non-social-
ist cultures still exists in socialist period. The existing of various
cultures is the colorful symbol of social life.

At last, that thought line is scientific or not is the key of so-
clalist construction. Whether or not correct of the thought line is
decided by practice. Being practical and realistic is the only scientif-

ic thought line for socialist construction.
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
