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Abstract

The dissertation, directed by the basic theory and the fundamen-
tal category of science of strategy, adheres to the basic laws of cultural
development under the socialist market economy conditions, sums up
the strategic thinking on cultural building since the foundation of PRC,
uses the successful experience of other countries for reference, and
tries to put forward our national strategy of cultural construction during
the period of building a well — off society in an all — round way.

The introduction part mainly expounds the theoretical and actual
significance of this proposition, summarizes its main content, key
points, puzzled issues, innovative points, and explains writer’ s stud-
ying characteristics and methods.

The first chapter introduces the basic theory of strategy, sums up
the definition of strategy of cultural development, and emphasizes the
importance of the study on strategy of cultural developmeni.

Having dissected opportunities and challenges that
cultural development faces at first, the dissertation then summarizes
the problems existing in cultural development, later puts forward com-
prehensive and constructive strategy on cultural development including
strategic program, strategic measure and strategic guarantee. There are
eight strategic measures to set the system of cultural innovation, to set
the system of cultural market, to protect intellectual property of cultur-
al industry, to protect and use rationally cultural heritage, to coordi-
nate growth among regional culture, urban culture and rural culture,
to improve cultural exchange and strengthen cultural personnel train-
ing. The implementation of the strategy of cultural development is a
systematic project. It not only needs the Party and the government to
lead, organize, carryout powerfully the strategy, but also needs to mo-
bilize all kinds of social power including business enterprises, social
organizations and mass organizations to develop cultural activities. Mo-
