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Abstract

Blue Book of E-Government: China’s E-government Development Report 2009, edited
by Wang Changsheng, general vice director of State Information Center (SIC), and
Xu Xiaoping, Director of E-Government Research' Center of China National School of
Administration (CNSA), introduces China’s E-government construction and research
progress, and some critical problems on China’s E-government development. The
subject of the report is “ Strengthening Exploitation and Utilization of Government
Information Resource, Advancing Quickly on the Service-Oriented Government
Construction”. The report closely surrounds the Government Information Sharing and
Opening, discusses how to integrate the exploitation and utilization of information
resources with the government website and business system construction, and change

information resource into the important measures to advance administration efficiency.

This report has four parts:

Part 1, as the general report, figures out that the work of government information
resource exploitation and utilization should closely surround the whole request of
Service-Oriented Government construction, more strengthen overall planning, push
sharing and cooperation, improve development conditions, make the government
information resource exploitation and utilization melt into every aspects of Service-
Oriented Government construction.

Part 2, the main body of the book, includes the government information resource
classification and business model, general evaluation framework of information resource ,
sharing mechanism, government portal and information opening, etc.

Part 3, discusses some forefront fields of E-Government, including public service,
performance evaluation, government procurement, and the review of the global E-
government development in 2008 and prospect for 2009.

Part 4, surrounding on public service, introduces the new progress in the fields of
tour, transport and population information systems, also introduces some cases on E-
government network and systems construction.

In addition, the Memorabilia generally reports the important things on China’s E-
Government in 2008.
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
