Abstract

Under the influence of international economic background, Chinese economic
performance in 2008 appeared unprecedented repercussions, therefore, the number of
adjustment of macroeconomic regulations was the most in 2008. In the second half of
2008, Chinese economy changed from steady and high increase for many years into a
hard development period. This was the outstanding feature of 2008 regional economy
development.

Since 2006, China stepped into the rear transition period of entering WTO, and
Reform and Open into deepening stage. China has begun from a manufacturing big
country to a manufacturing strong country. Confronting the worldwide financial storm ,
China, a rapidly emerging country in economic globalization, is impossible to look on
with indifference. From the economic performance in different regions, the financial
system in China is very steady. Although the tsunami in 2006 made a clear impact on
Asian finance, it had little influence to Chinese financial system. But its rapid influence
to the entity economy in different regions of China was unexpected. Most deserving
attention was that the shock to entity economy coincided with the transform of regional
economy, so the situation was still very severe. How much influence of the global crisis
to China, especially to the east, middle and west, and northeast region of China, and
how to deal with the crisis and furthermore, seek development were the main topic of
this bluebook.

Different region has different resolutions to the crisis. Facing the coincident
influences, different regions, under the guidance of scientific development concept,
grasped the opportunity to change the traditional increase style, and quicken the speed of
structural adjustment and the regional economic transform.

This book demonstrates the economic changes from macro and micro level. Macro
statistic data reflects the economic performances in different regions in 2008, especially
the repercussions and drop trend in the second half of 2008. But the whole course was
not so gloomy, Chinese government and enterprises grasp opportunities in the crisis to

fulfill economic transform, and highlights in self-innovation repeatedly appeared in



micro-entities. We can feel that enterprises, experiencing up and down, meet another
driving force of large scale industrial structure adjustment and escalation since the Reform
and Open Policy. This flourishing vigor forecasts a thorough remount of this hoping
land.

Four changes deserve concern in 2008. First, driving force to economic increase
changed dramatically from east leading to common promotion in the east, middle and
west region. Second, the diversity of the driving force not only reflects in the
distribution of economic increase, but also speeds the optimization of the driving force it
self. That is to say, it changes from depending export and investment to balanced and
coordinated development of consumption, investment and export. Third, different
regions quicken the speed of economic transform in the global economic storm. Four,
systematic reform begins into depth and safeguard the economic adjustment in big range.

Up to now, the worldwide financial crisis has not come to the end, and it will
continue to influence the increase of the economic entity in China in 2009. Different
regions take different measures to answer the economic crisis, and the resurgence will be
different in different regions and different industries. Under the promotion of internal
demand policy, the function of investing 4000 billion RMB to answer the crisis has
appeared, iron and steel industry and coal industry has begun to boom in the first spring
of 2009.

China is one of the victims of this worldwide financial crisis, but from the
countermeasures in different regions, we have full reason to believe that China will be

the first to break out!
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
