The ethnic minority cultures are an inseparable and organic part of
Chinese national culiure. Each minority nationality has ils ewn history
and culture, and its variousness and uniqueness have enriched Chinese

culture. [ts role in the development of China has proved to be unique and

indispensable . Since the Refonn, China’s minority nationalities have he-
@un 1o enjoy a quick development in the new era and scored numerous
suceesses in various fields. Therefore, works without touching upon Chi-
na’s ethnic minority cultures and cultural achievements as well as their u-
nique role in Chinese history are unworthy of notice because they can only
partially reveal the cultural history of the Chinese nation, let alone the

law of its development and characteristics. Strickly speaking, this kind of

history book can only give a shadowy outline of the colorful and splendid
history of China’s minority nationalities.

Yunnan is a beautiful, wonderful and richly endowed province which
is inhabited by more ethnic groups than other provinces in China. From
lime immemorial, the ethnic groups here have lived in mingled or separate
communilies on friendly tems.
