In 1928, General Zhang Xueliang
presided over political and military affairs in Shenyang.Fengtian
Province Changed to kizoning Province. The next year, Fengtian
Gity Changed to Shenyang City.

PREFACE

Shenyang 15 located at the feot of Tianzhu mountain
and on the northern bank of Shenshui. The dispute on
whether Shenyang located on the north of big Shenshui
and on that of small Shenshui was caused by changing
Hunhe River's (also called Shonshui) course twice. She-
yang had been on the north of Shenshur when it first
changed and after the second changed, the new rjverbed
was bigger than the old one. The names of the big She
nshui and the small - Shenshui was then on created .
Shenyang s both on the north of the big Shenshui (new
riverbed) and on that of the small Shenshui (old
river bed). (see Shenyang Municipal Annals) The north
of a river was considered “Yang'', or the masculine and
positive of nature in the ancient time, afterwards, Sheny-
ang got its name.

Shenyang is an ancient city with its long history and
brilliant culture. Its development was lony from the
controlling area of the Yan in the War States period,
Duck’s City of Han Dynasty, Shenzhou of Liao and Jin
Dynasties, Shenyang Lu of Yuan Dynasty , Shenyang
Zhongwei of Ming Dynasty, Shengjing of Qing Dynasty,
Fenglian and Republic of China to today's Shenyang city,
According to the Xinle Neolithic Site artheaologic finding,
human Lived here morz than 7,200 years ago, and
created Xinle culture. Tombs of bronze short swords
unearthed inthe Zhengjiawazi of the west of Shenyang
Show the developed technology of smelting and calcining
bronze and the productions of fishing, hunting and far-
ming, and high level's culture. The Tawan Stupa was the
cultural site of Liao and Jin Dynasties. As the founding
capital and later the alternative capital of the Qing Dyn-
asty, Shenyang has a variety of ancient buildings, include
the magni ficent Shengjing Imperial Palace, grand Fuling
and Zhao | ing tombs, towering four tempers and four
pagodas, imposing eight gates and eight passes, [ofty




bell and drum towers, etc.

How can this hooklet contain the splendid history of
Han, Manchurian, Korean, Hui, Xibe and the other twenty —
eight minority groups. It can hardly depict the rich culture
of Shenyang’s long history. It only selects a little from the
Shenyang's beautiful pictures or this is also for the one
thing cited, ten thousands may have been left. However
it 1s real, precious, rare historical pictures.

The ancient Shenyang has freshed with vigor and bec-
ome the centers of the economy, culture and communicat-
ton in the northeast China and is famous all over the worid
today. If today’s Shenyang is like a big tree with luxuriant
foliaye, its yesterday is a foundation with a lot of roots
of the culturial heritages left by our ancestor, some par-
ts have been preserved and the others avere all gone.
