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Abstract

Revolution of 1911 launched by the first bourgeois party Chinese
Revolutionary League led by Dr.Sun Yat ~ Sen overthrow Qing Dynasty
which was the last feudal dynasty ruling China for 268 years and
established Democratic Republic, that to say, finished the feudal
autocratic governance which controlled China for more than 2000 years
and accelerated Chinese national capitalism. Revolution of 1911, which
was an important milestone in Chinese historical development and the first
rapid development in Chinese national history, was of important and
profound significance.

Hunan and Hubei, which were divided into one district during Qing
Dynasty with long historical association, had close connection in political,
economic and cultural aspects. ‘During the period of Revolution @‘)f 1911,
people with high aspiration in Hunan and Hubei who enthusiastically
supported Sun Yat - sen played important rode in established Sun Yat —
sen’s leading by Sun Yat — sen. With the series of failure of the coastal
military rebellion, the people with high aspiration formed the idea of
beginning revolution from central China, which led to the strategic trans
for of Chinese Revolution League from the coast to the middle reaches of
Yé.ngtze. The ambition people of Hunan, which took the lead in
contacting secret societies, instigated the renown Ping — Liu - Li
Rebellion, which initiated the military rebellion against Qing Dynasty in
the interior of China, which the people with high aspiration of Hubei
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proposed to stimulate New Army and stired up the New Army up to
change sides on the battlefield, which accelerated the step of changing
from contacting secret societies to stimulating New Army and set examples
of contacting secret societies, stimulating New Ammy. In military
practices, the people of high aspiration in Hunan and Hubei gave full
cooperation. They played important role not only in organization
stimulating and propagating, but also in military rebellion. They deserved
the title of the favorites of the press and the heroes at battlefields. It is
not an occasional coincidence but a historic necessity that “the rebellion
initiated in Hubei, first responded in Hunan.”

Revolution of 1911 has deeply interested many historians for a long
time. But the previous studies mostly focused on “the area of initiating
rebellion” and “the area of first responding rebellion” and the
achievements of comprehensive analysis and study that considered Hunan
and Hubei as an entirety and put them against general background of
Revolution of 1911 are seldom. Up to now, The Revolutionary Activities in
Hunan and Hubei During the Period of Revolution of 1911 by Li Shiyue
published in 1961 and Amelioration and Revolution — Revolution of 1911
in Hunan and Hubei translated by and American scholar Zhou Xirei in
1982 are the only two works on Revolution of 1911 in Hunan and Hubei.
This artic, based the achievements of predecessors, with historical
materialism as guiding principle, through excavating the materials of
Revolution of 1911, especially press materials probes overall the course of
activities during Revolution of 1911 in Hunan and Hubei and draws
lessons from historical experience to serve our country in building
socialism with Chinese characteristics and to accelerate the process of
modemization in our country by studying important longitudinal historical
events during the period of Revolution of 1911 in Hunan and Hubei and
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
