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Abstract

Criminal Production during the period between the end of the Qing Dynasty
and the beginning of the Republic of China is a pioneering research topic in the eco-
nomic history theoretical research. Due to the lack of theoretical research and the
practical need for modernizing current jails, three questions must be answered:
How did criminal production occur and develop? What was its development level
during the period between the end of the Qing Dynasty and the beginning of the
Republic of China? What are the factors that restrained its development and the so-
lutions that we can draw from them? Under such research background, this paper
aims to do an economic circumspection of the jail modernization during the period
between the end of the Qing Dynasty and the beginning of the Republic of China
from the perspective of criminal production. By organizing the development of
criminal production during that period and analyzing its economic elements, this
paper illustrates that the early stage modernization of jails in China is a moderniza-
tion influenced by a series of paradoxes and was destined to experience a long his-
torical time. Only by following the basic development laws of jail can the construc-
tion of modern and civilized jail in the new time period effectively solve contradic-
tions faced, make jail work in China develop coordinatingly, and better serve the
construction of a harmonious society.

This book focuses on bringing out the cause of criminal production, analyzing
its pushing factors, and illustrating the local needs, exploration, promotion and

western influence on the emergence of criminal production.
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This book organizes the development stream of criminal production in detail,
focuses on sorting out typical material, in order to indicate the fact that criminal
production developed at a slow pace.

This book uses econometric methods to analyze the development level of crimi-
nal production, focusing on inspecting production fund, production revenue and
production scale, to illustrate the comparatively low development level of criminal
production during the period between the end of the Qing Dynasty and the begin-
ning of the Republic of China.

By summing up the contradictory characteristics of criminal production during
the period between the end of the Qing Dynasty and the beginning of the Republic
of China, this paper illustrates that these contradictions still exist in jail work now-
adays and are urgent for solutions. Furthermore, this paper investigates possible

solutions and brings up new operational ideas.
