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Abstract: The concept of political meritocracy that is recently hotly debated
in academia differs from political meritocracy in both ancient China and in the
Western context. It seeks to provide an alternative to democracy; it contests with
democracy as a feasible political model. However, in reality, political meritocracy
cannot be isolated from democracy, neither can it be seamlessly integrated within
democracy, much less replace democracy. Theoretically, it fails to distinguish
between the functions of expression and execution of state’s will. This article
follows the logical path articulated above and conducts further analysis upon
the discussed foundation of political meritocracy. This discussion also provides

inspiration on multiple methodologies.
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
