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Take the Road of Rural Full Revitalization

with Chinese Characteristics

Abstract: The implementation of the rural revitalization strategy
is the party central Committee’ s new deployment of the “agriculture,
rural and farmers” work. Accelerating the modernization of agricultural
and rural is the fundamental purpose of the implementation of the rural
revitalization strategy. In the process of rapid urbanization since the re-
form and opening up, influenced by ideas, institutional mechanisms,
urban bias policies and other factors, rural development is facing
many difficulties. The implementation of rural revitalization strategy is
the fundamental way to solve the difficulties of rural development and
promote the common prosperity of urban and rural. The modernization
of agriculture and rural is an organic whole that includes the moderni-
zation of rural industries, the modernization of rural ecology, the
modernization of rural culture, the modernization of rural governance
and the modernization of farmers’ life. This report constructs an index
system from four aspects of rural industrial modernization, rural eco-

logical modernization, rural cultural modernization and farmers’ life
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modernization, and evaluates the process of agricultural and rural
modernization in China. The results show that China is currently in the
middle stage of agricultural and rural modernization, and the four di-
mensions of the process of agricultural and rural modernization are far
from each other. The goal of agricultural and rural modernization can
be fully realized by 2050. From four aspects, the process of rural in-
dustry modernization is the fastest. Improving agricultural labor pro-
ductivity and social service level is the core task to realize rural indus-
try modernization. The process of modernization of farmers’ life is
slow. Narrowing the gap between urban and rural is the key to realize
the modernization of farmers’ life. The process of rural ecological mod-
ernization is slow, and the task of improving the treatment rate of ru-
ral domestic sewage and reducing the use of pesticide and fertilizer is
arduous. The process of cultural modernization in rural areas is the slo-
west. It is a long way to go to improve the quality of farmers and the
level of scientific culture. The difficulties in implementing the rural re-
vitalization strategy lie in: first, it is difficult for farmers to increase
income, and it is a short board to continuously narrow the income gap
between urban and rural. Secondly, the investment in agricultural and
rural is insufficient, and the realization of the equalization of basic
public services in urban and rural is a weak link. Thirdly, the rural
ecological environment has been destroyed, and the task of realizing
green development in agricultural villages is arduous. Fourthly, there
is a shortage of talents, and improving the quality of farmers and their

scientific and cultural level is the key. In order to fully implement the
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strategy of rural revitalization in the new era, we must base on the
characteristics of the situation of small farmers in large countries, and
a large population with relatively little land. We must implement the o-
verall strategy of promoting upgrading, transformation, integration
and revitalization through reform. We must implement the following
policy measures: first, we must always hold fast to the string of na-
tional food security and ensure that food production capacity does not
decrease. The second is to establish a linkage mechanism between ru-
ral revitalization and new urbanization and to implement an incremen-
tal allocation policy of public resources that is biased towards rural ar-
eas. The third is to promote the integration and development of the 123
industries and construct a long — term mechanism for increasing farm-
ers ' income. The fourth is to clarify the signs and implementation paths
of the overall rejuvenation of villages, and to promote the rejuvenation
of rural industries, talents, culture, ecology and organization. Fifth-
ly, it insists on adjusting measures to local conditions, guiding by
classification and implementing policies with precision, and adopts
differentiated rural revitalization and promotion strategies based on di-
vision and classification.
