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PREFACTORY REMARKS

With a view to publishing the various domestic statistical data,
the Statistical Monthly achieved its long unbroken series of twenty-six issues
from the establishment of the Directorate of Statistics in 1931 up to the
end of 1934, Under pressing need, we had to resort, in the spring of
1934, to a series of circulars publishing accumulated statistical materials for
special circles of readers, and to the Quarterly Journal of Statistics, the
substitution for the Montbly, supplying articles on statistical administration
and method and other miscellaneous data at irregular intervals, We have
the public to thank for their generous support and valuable co-operation
which made possible its increasing circulation and its substantial contents
within the last two years. Beginning with 1937, however, the Monthly
will be issued again in place of the Quarterly for the following reasons:

1. The materials has come in so regularly and in such abundance that
the substitution of the monthly for the Quarterly is made necessary.

2. With the development in statistical work in the central and local
governments, and also in various academic, economic and other
social institutions, the directorate has for its mission the work of
making known from month to month the activities of such
organizations,

3. In order to give up-to-date abstracts of articles containing statistical
data, which appear in different magazines, newspapers, official
reports and pamphlets, it is deemed essential that this publication
be issued at a short interval.

The contents of the Monthly will be divided into five sections:
1. Special articles—relating to methods and results of statistical studies.

2. Translated articles—relating to statistical ordinances, manuals,
schedules and reports, etc. of different countries.

3. Abstracts of secondary data—relating to statistical facts and figures
abstracted from articles,

4., Correspondence—relating to the statistical laws and regulations
promulgated by the Party Organs, the Central and local govern-
ments, and the academic, economic and social institutions and to
the organizations and activities of such organizations.

5. Statistical data—relating to facts and figures on population, pro-
dm‘ti‘nn. prices, rural ceonomy, finance and comimerce, {oreign trade,
public finance, transportation, public utilities and international
conditions. For the convenience of readers abroad, English titles
and headings are added,
