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We therefore have an important challenge, to support development
that will provide jobs and opportunities for the communities of the Pacific
Islands, while also protecting the unique environment of the Pacific for
the future.

It is the unique Pacific environment that provides' the pure,
quality products and that attracts visitors to enjoy beautiful and
adventurous tourism.

The traditional friendships and cultural exchanges between Chinese
and Pacific peoples have a long history. In the mid 19" Century, some
industrious and brave Chinese emigrated to the Pacific, making
important contributions to the development of the region.

In recent years, Chinese Government and business cooperation has
supported infrastructure and other important economic development in
the Pacific Island Countries.
