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1 The method of scientific investigation is nothing but the expression of the necessary
——— mode of working of the human mind: it is simply the mode by which all phenomena
are reasoned about and given precise and exact explanations. The difference between the
operations and methods of a baker weighing out his goods in common scales, and the
operations of a chemist by means of his balance is not that the scales in the one case,
and the balance in the other, differ in the principles of their construction or manner of
working; but that the latter is a much finer apparatus and of course much more accurate in
its measurement than the former.

Probably there is not one here who has not in the course of the day had occasion to
set in motion of a complex train of reasoning, of the very same kind, though differing in
degree, as that which a scientific man goes through in tracing the causes of natural



phenomena.

2 Today the ancient, ancestral wisdom of the hand has been largely replaced by the
—— simple movements of the machine operator. Our glass and china, furniture, books,
and textiles are almost entirely products of the machine. That machine-made goods can
be well designed and good-looking no one now denies; nevertheless, there are many who
believe that if the old skills of the hand-worker were to die out altogether it would be a
disaster. Their arguments are, roughly, three. First, that the machine is by its nature a
mass producer, and that objects made in ones and twos can be made better, even
cheaper, by an individual craftsman than by a machine; secondly that the human hands
with relatively simple tools can produce objects of a quality permanently beyond the reach
of the machine; thirdly, that it is not good for mankind if people lose the ability to create
with their hands.

3 It should have been easy. They were battle-tested veterans with long ties to Reagan
——and even longer ties to the Republican party, men who understood presidential
politics as well as any in the country. The backdrop of the campaign was hospitable, with
lots of good news to work with: America was at peace, and the nation’s economy, a key
factor in any election, was rebounding vigorously after recession. Furthermore, the
campaign itself was lavishly financed, with plenty of money for a top-flight staff, travel,
and television commercials. And, most important, their candidate was Ronald Reagan, a
president of tremendous personal popularity and dazzling communication skills. Reagan
has succeed more than any president since John F. Kennedy in projecting a broad vision
of America — a nation of renewed military strength, individual initiative, and smaller
federal government.

4 If people mean anything at all by the expression “untimely death” , they must believe
— that some deaths run on a better schedule than others. Death in old age is rarely
called untimely — a long life is thought to be a full one. But with the passing away of a
young person, one assumes that the best years lay ahead and the measure of that life
was still to be taken. History denies this, of course. Among prominent summer deaths,
one recalls those of Marilyn Monroe ( ¥ % - 5% ) and James Deans ( i} 1 - 11 B
i), whose lives seemed equally brief and complete. Writers cannot bear the fact that
poet John Keats ( Z)&g - #72%) died at 26, and only half playfully judge their own lives as
failures when they pass that year. The idea that the life cut short is unfulfilled is illogical
because lives are measured by the impressions they leave on the world and by their

Intensity and virtue.

5 There are several things worth noting about cognitive neuroscience that are also
—reflected in the articles in this special issue of Science. First, the idea that
distributed brain networks underlie complex behaviors. In the early days of the field, most
neuroscientists focused on individual brain regions and their responses. The sensory
domain was particularly captivating; one could, for example, appropriately talk about
hyper-complex cells in the visual system that responded to comers or the existence of

heart columns as the organizing basis for neuro-sensory input. It is becoming clear,
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however, that the processing of information that leads to complex behaviors such as
learning and memory involves multiple brain regions that must operate in an interactive
parallel.

6 Research published in May 1998 by the Department of the Environment, Transport
— and the Regions showed that reducing coastal and river pollution and ensuring a
reliable water supply were among the top environmental priorities for the public.

7 Progressively higher treatment standards for industrial waste effluents and new
———measures to combat pollution from agriculture are expected to bring further
improvements in water quality.

8 Because the chemical reactions involved in the production of acid rain in the
— atmosphere are complex and as yet little understood, Iindustries have tended to
challenge such assessments and to stress the need for further studies; and because of
the cost of pollution, governments have tended to support this attitude.

9 Studies released by the U.S. Government in the early 1980s, however, strongly
— implicated industries as the main source of acid rain.

10 In English and Wales the Environment Agency's principal method of controlling

water pollution i1s through the regulation of all effluent discharges, including
sewage, into groundwater, and inland and coastal waters.

12 Thus it happened that when the new factories that were springing up required
labor, tens of thousands of homeless and hungry agricultural workers, with their
wives and children, were forced into the cities in search of work, and any work, under
any condition, that would keep them alive.

13 As a result of two or three centuries of scientific investigation we have come to
believe that nature is understandable in the sense that when we ask her questions

by way of appropriate observations and experiments, she will answer truly and reward us
with discoveries that endure.

1 4 Painting lacks only the means to represent movement in time and space, which is
the special property of sculpture and architecture, since a painting is designed to
be seen from one point at one time, whereas sculpture and architecture are created to be

seen from various points of view, thus supplying movements in space and time.

1 5 One in four Britons would not trust their neighbours to take delivery of a parcel and
10 per cent suspect them of having stolen post in the past, a survey has found.

1 6 A majority would never ask their neighbors to look after the likes of keys (68 per
cent), pets (89 per cent), relatives (94 per cent) or homes (56 per cent) while
they were out and even taking in parcels is taking trust too far for more than a third of us

(35 per cent), according to research for InPost UK.



1 7 Influenced by these ethics, the new generation live under the delusion that money
does not stink.

1 8 Babies and children deprived of love have been known to develop a wide variety
of problems — for example, depression, headaches physiological impairments,
and neurotic and psychosomatic difficulties — that sometimes last a lifetime.

19 Arranged marriages provide a good example both of how prospective lovers are
brought together and how cultural values and practices limit the choice of
partners.

20 To develop economy, different kinds of talented people should be organized.
People of real ability should be especially promoted and given raise.
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
