Exaggerating as it might be, it actually reflects the widespread
phenomenon in modern life.

The crux mirrored by this drawing is that quite a few
enterprises lay too much emphasis on educational degree. There are two factors
accountable for this problem. For one thing, the prevalence of higher education, talents
have come into a saturated® age. Applicants must acquire the degree or diploma of a
higher level. For another, it is imperative that employees require taking grasp of higher
degree so that they can fulfill tasks in constantly changing world.

However, | am not in favor of this. Admittedly, higher degree has comparative®
advantage over the ordinary one. It is injudicious* for enterprises to regard the degree
as the competitivity. All sorts of factors including practical experience ought to be taken
into consideration. Besides, it is of great necessity for individuals to enhance their
competitiveness from different aspects.
