In
today’ s multicultural society, sports and human rights tend to interpenetrate each other and
come into a kind of consilience, which shows that there is some strong internal coherence as
well as the common fundamentals of discourses. Sport has been generally accepted as one of
the most important human rights. In the context of peace and development that have become
the two main themes of human society, sport human right becomes a kind of development
right instead of freedom or society rights. Therefore, we try to explain sport and sport rights
with the vision of development. It is necessary to reform the sports and human rights theory
innovation and practice in order to interpret the sports from the perspective of development
and to interpret the sports right from the perspective of development right and to extract the
development right of sports in line with the requirements of the development of the times.

1. The realistic basis of Sports Development Right. First, the research on the
development right of sport originated from the close relationship and the intrinsic connection
between sport and human rights. From the perspective of origin theory, regardless of the
custom, religion, war how to intertwined, human demand is always the same as the original
human rights. From the perspective of ontology, the main body of sports and human rights is
a natural and social attributes of the people, the ultimate goal is to promote the full freedom
of human development. At the same time, the subject of sports and human rights together
presents the duality of universality and particularity, individuality and collectivity. The

content of sports and human rights is common with the spatial dimension of the general



and time dimension of the intergenerational. For both sports and human rights, the most
characteristic external representation is rule of rules. Common human nature has become
the two most similar to the inner transcendence of the dimension.

2. The theoretical Basis of Sports Development Right. Marx 's theory of human'
s comprehensive development is the theoretical prerequisite for the study of sports
development right. The main theories of contemporary development, including the theory
of modernization, the theory of attachment, the theory of world system and the theory of
sustainable development are the theoretical subjects of the research on the development
right of sports. The essence of sports is the development of the related sports theories is the
direct basis for the study of sports development rights.

3. The Basic Theory of Sports Development Right. Sports Development Right is a new
human right for all the individuals and collectivities to participate in gym process, promote
sports development, and enjoy the sports achievement, with equal opportunity and interest
sharing as the theoretical basis, the humanistic pe spirit of promoting people’ s all-round
development as the essence value. As the derived right of the right to development, Sports
Development Right can depict the keys and spirits of the sports law, guiding the modern
sports to a new direction. When its constitutive elements are discussed, Sports Development
Right is first of all a collective human right based on subject, an organic unity of matter,
behavior and spirit based on object and a generalization of different sports development
rights based on content. Due to the imbalance of resources allocation, subjective
participation and regional development, the conversion from abstraction to concreteness,
from obligation to duty, from lower—level law to higher—level law, from professionalism to
equalization, from public—private law to policy balance is necessary for the design of legal
safeguard mechanism in Sports Development Right.

Specifically, the development right of sports, including mass sports in the sports
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development rights and competitive sports development rights. According to the different
sports groups, mass sports in the sports development rights mainly refers to the children's
sports development rights, women's sports development rights, sports rights of the disabled.
The right of sports development in competitive sports mainly refers to the athletic sports
development rights, including the athlete's life and health rights, equal participation, the

right to education and the right to work.
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
