Author Profile

Liu Xuezheng, born in July 1962, is a national second-grade professor, doctoral supervisor, and recipient
of the special government allowance from the State Council. He carries the titles of Distinguished Professor,
Prestigious Teacher and Outstanding Expert of Liaoning Province. He 1s also one of the 100 candidates
of “Liaoning Talents Project” , the youth academic pacemaker and the winner of the Science and Technology
Award for Youth of Liaoning Province. Currently Liu Xuezheng works as the Party Committee’s Secretary and
President of Jinzhou Medical University.

Professor Liu Xuezheng is a member of the Steering Committee for Education and Instruction in Clinical
Medicine of Higher Education of the Ministry of Education of People’s Republic of China, member of the panel
of evaluation of undergraduate education conducted by the Ministry of Education, executive member of Chinese
Society for Anatomical Sciences, chairman of Education and Continuing Education Working Committee of

state-level and province-level comprehensive reform pilot sectors, the protessional director of elaborate courses
and bilingual model courses of Liaoning Province. He is the leader of an excellent teaching team of Liaoning
Province; the director of elaborate courses and postgraduate elaborate courses of Liaoning Province; and the
director of cultivation, education and research bases for general medical talents of Liaoning Province.

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Preface

Meanwhile, it introduces 38 colleges and 6 permanent private halls of University of Oxford from the following
aspects: historical development, school-running characteristics, management system, education and teaching,
talent cultivation, academic research and so on.

Nowadays, as the international political and economic pattern has changed profoundly, the new norm of
domestic economy has been formed; moreover, with our society entering the final stages of building a moderately
prosperous society, it 1S more important and urgent to strengthen the country’s core competitiveness. Xi Jinping
