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Dear students, it is a great pleasure to study and discuss grammatical issues in the
Chinese language together with you. This subject is designed for those who have learned
Chinese for more than half a year and are keen to learn more about the Chinese grammar.

There are several important points meriting your attention:

First, clear distinction of some basic concepts. For example, there are two reduplicated

As long as you study hard in class and reflect
on grammatical points often after class, you definitely will become fond of this optional
