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ABSTRCT

In the context of modernity, how should the teacher to be? This
is an important question of teacher’s ethics. Teacher’s normative eth-
ics based on ‘sollen’ to argument the rationality of goods. It is
meaningful to direct the teacher’s behave. But there are some prob-
lems. So, in this book , we take advantage of material ethics of value
to make up the shortcoming of normative ethics and through the
teacher’s value quality to find the answer of * how should the teacher
to be’

In this book , we shall first point out that teacher’s value quality
is based on teacher’s ‘ erlebins’ ( experience) on values. During
the formation of teacher’s ‘ ordo amoris’ , the teacher’s value quality
is shaped. Then, teacher’s experience on value had two characters, -
which is person autunomoy and emotion priority. So, it is possibly
that emotion to be the foundation of teacher’s ethics. At the same
time, the teacher as a people who live in the world and the role of
teacher in specific social had influenced the value experience. So,
the formation of the teacher’s value quality is a process of teacher ex-
perience value and practices it. In the next section, we are analysis
the teacher’s core value quality, which is base on the student’s de-
scription of phenomenology. Chapter three discusses these value

qualities and classified its as different value rank. Then, the value
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rank is base on M. Scheler’s material ethics of value. Through appli-
cation of the material ethics of value, we find the reason of how and
why the material of value are be sensed by people. This study further
shows that the value qualities are at higher value rank belongs to mo-
rality qualities, and the value qualities at lower value rank belongs
to non—morality qualities. Meanwhile, the teacher’s morality quality
is more important than non — morality quality on students. In this
sense, the role of teacher contains moral significance.

However, in the context of modernity, teacher’s morality quality

“is lacking. We are not paying more attention to teacher’s morality
quality in the practice of education. So, for remolding the role of
teacher’s moral significance, we should followed the Alasdair
Maclntyre’s great ideas which effort to solve the problem’s of moder-
nity morality, and construction of teacher’s virtue from three dimen-
sions. (Internal goods of teacher’s practice; teacher had to become
an morality people; and the dimension of tact back to tradition) .
The purpose is change the situation of the teacher’s morality quality
is lacking in the context of modernity. This book suggests that in the
context of modernity, teacher’s virtue show is neither according to
whether teacher can obey the rules and laws, nor teacher sheuld be-
come moral saint. In the real educate situation, teacher can experi-
ence the positive and higher value and put it in education practice,
then teacher’s virtue is showed. From the view of material ethics of
value, teacher’s virtue shows that teacher’s sense of ‘ should to do’
is meeting with the sense of ° able to do’ . Unfortunately,

individual’s structure of feeling and acknowledge is influenced by the
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modernity value — disorder, teachers always pay more attention the
lower value and the moral value is missing, teacher’s values is confu-
sing. All of this restricts the formation of teacher’s morality quality.

Then, how to upgrade the teacher’s valuequality, and realized the
teacher’s ‘ought to be’ . This book suggests that the main emphasis is
placed on the individual’s experience on priori value order. Through this
method, teacher as a person can towards the higher and positive value;
then, as a role of teacher should comply with the basic rules for the sake
of teacher’s behavior is not harmful to the student. The purpose is
through the basic rules to sense and experience the priori value order.
Finally, The book points out that teacher’s moral behavior is not based
on the command of ‘ must to do’ , but on the individual’s feel and expe-
rience on value. The teacher ethics should guide the individual pay at-
tention to the priori value order. In the process of cultivate teacher, we
shouldn’t only pay attention to the knowledge and skill of teacher as a
role, but also need give more attention to the inner needs of teacher as a
person in the world. Moreover, in the aspect of cultivating teacher’s val- -
ue quality, we should pay attention to teacher’s inner feeling and experi-
ence. Only in this way, teacher can defense the corrupt of external in-

terest, and resist the evil of ordinary, become an excellent teacher.
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
