Abstract

From the perspective of historical choice and reforming exploration, the annual
report of 2012 makes a systematic analysis on the difficulties Shanxi is facing in the
development of resource-based economy; the connotation, goals and key tasks of e-
conomy transition. This report also. evaluates the measurements and progress that
Shanxi has made since the comprehensive reform and pilot area was officially replied,
and then points out the problems and the development direction in the future. This
report consists of five parts. Main contents are as follows:

Part one is an overview which analyzes and evaluates Shanxi’ s resource-based e-
conomy transition in two chapters. In the 1st chapter, around such questions as why
to, what to and how to transit, the report analyzes the development difficulties and
the formation mechanism of Shanxi’s resource-based economy, and builds a frame-
work for the transition development. According to this framework, in the 2nd chap-
ter, the author sets up an index system and then evaluates and compares the transi-
tion progress of 11 prefecture-level cities in Shanxi.

Part two consists of different disquisitions, which covers ten chapters from the
3rd to the 12th. In the 3rd chapter to the 8th chapter, the problems of resource-
based economy in Shanxi mentioned in the first chapter are argued from different an-
gles, i. e. the transition of resource-based industries and the optimization and upgra-
ding of the industrial structures, the crowding-out effect of technological innovation
and integration mechanism, the transform of utilization method of coal resources, the

destruction and restoration to ecological environment in the process of coal mining,
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the Mine-City conflicts and the Mine-City-Rural coordination development, the peo-
ple’ s livelihood issues and how to improve people’ s well-being in the course of econ-
omy transition, etc. From the 9th chapter to the 12th chapter, this report focuses on
the system reform and mechanism innovation emerging in the progress of resource-
based economy transition, i. e. the price formation mechanism of coal, the financial
and banking system reform, the mechanism innovation of the cultural industry devel-
opment, ect.

Part three is case analysis on resource-based regions, zones and enterprises,
which covers the 13th to the 20th chapter. On regional level, prefecture-level cities
and counties are included. As one of the 11 prefecture-level cities, Yangquan is a
typical resource-exhausted cities. On county level, several experimental cities are
chosen to analyze, such as Xiaoyi ( a resource-exhausted city ), Gaoping (in the
medium stage of coal exploiting) and Yuanping ( a traditional resource-based city) .
The transition emphasis and strategy vary from city to city. On zone level, as a na-
tional economic and technological development zone and an experimental zone of re-
cycling economy, Taiyuan economic and technological development zone is playing an
exemplary role to the development of other zones in the respect of industry cluster and
recycling economy development. On enterprise level, Lu’ an group and Jinmei group
are chosen as typical cases of coal enterprises exploring transition, and Taigang group
is regarded as an example of Sci-tech innovation and recycling economy.

Part four, including the 21st and the 22nd chapter, is about experience refer-
ences. Through the comparative analysis, the practice of other comprehensive reform
pilot areas in China and of the resource-based area abroad will provide experience
references for Shanxi’ s resource-based eéonomy transition and the construction of the
national comprehensive reform pilot area.

The appendix part is a memorabilia, which records the important events happed
in the course of the resource-based economy transition and the construction of the na-

tional comprehensive reform pilot area in Shanxi.
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
