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Construction of the Modern State

Modern economy, especially the market economy,
takes the modern state as its premise. According to
Adam Smith, market, the invisible hand, only works
under certain conditions to adjust the distribution of
resources, one of which is that the state protects
people’ s property rights through law. Institutionally
speaking, the reason why the modern state can provide
universal laws is that it stands on the base of social



differentiation, which allows and produces special
institutions and persons to hold power. Functions of
these institutions and persons are confined in a limited
area, and this also means the functions of the modem
state are limited. “Autonomy” of the modern state can
only be explained on the premise of its limited
functions. The state, the representative of public
interests and public will, owns the power to overtop the
society. Theoretically Autonomy of the modem state can
be weakened if the state interferes in society too much

and even eliminates the limit between them.
