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Abstract

The Nanjing Nationalist Government was the product of internal
factions battle for the leadership of the Kuomintang, and its estab-
lishment did not eliminate the power struggle among the fac-
tions. Under these power struggles among the factions, the Nanjing
Nationalist Government launched the tortuous construction of the Pro-
vincial System.

In the early days of the Nanjing Nationalist Government, the
struggles among the Kuomintang factions were fierce. With the victory
and defeat of the struggle of all parties, the main political force ad-
justed the central government system and tried to straighten out the
relations between the central government and the provinces, and had
made three revisions to the constitution of the provincial government.

With the successful completion of the Northern Expedition, the
end of the period of military, the power struggle became increasingly
open in factions of the Kuomintang. In order to balance the interests
of all parties, Chiang Kai-shek combined with Hu Han-ming, and
led a five-hospital system of the National Govermment. Under the di-
rection of Hu Han-min, the Nanjing National government in 1930 a-
mended and issueded the Provincial Government Law by the division-
cooperation spirit. In September 1930, Tan Yankai died. Chiang
Kai-shek acted as the Director of administration. Chiang Kai-shek de-
tention of Hu Hanming in February 1931, and led the development
of the ROC Constiution in the period of political tutelage, trying to

influence the provisions of the provincial administrative system.
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After the September 18th Incident, faced the Chinese national
crisis, the political parties tried to donate their differences and
reached a compromise. KMT factions reached aconsensus to reform
the provincial system, but had divided reform chaired by who and
how. Meanwhile, Sun Ke complyed with establishing a decentral-
ized, sharing some power. Moving by Wang Jing-wei and Jiang Kai-
shek’s boycott. Sun Ke bowed to pressure from Wang and Jiang, the
provisions of the provincial system had repeatedified, not only made
the Constitution draft democratic cuts, but also retained a large num-
ber of repressive provisions. After the outbreak of the Marco Polo
Bridge Incident, the National Government mainly committed to the
resistance against Japan, immediately the construction of the provin-

cial administrative entered to a new phase.
