As I have, since the commencement of this
hostility, been recording the reports from foreipn and Chincse news
papers, also having had vpportunities in certain cases for observing very
closely many incidents, I hawve related bere-in only the selected facts,

I wish to acknuwledge my obligations to many of my friends who
Lelped me in translation and reporting works, and T am also greatly
indehied to themin helping meto establish a publishing house-Advance
Publishing Co.- t!'¢ aim of which is to record only the authentic reports
of events for pubiishing in periodicals. As it is feared that the present
conflict may drag on for a long period of time, I will have to publish the
coming events in another part in the near futuie,

None can ever make any remarks on the outecome v this incident,
many hold the views that it is only the first stepping stone to another
world war; but I should say affirmatively that such apprehension has
been wiped out as the political differences amongst the great European
powers having been placed on the way of an amicable adjustment
through strenuous efforts on the part of Cireat Britain to found a
lasting peace in the occident; but whether any svch peace movement
will find its way to the East oris to be confined ouly in the place of
its origin is yet to he scen.

Asia ean never be a menace over any othiers country, as has been
apprehended in certain political eiveles of the West, becatse she is self
contended with her own resourvees and need not tuin to others to appease
her hunger.

In conclusion I wish that the belligerent powers will come to
gn-h an undersianding as to bring peace and plenty to the East
stumping out the diTercaces and sowing the sceds of amity and good
ill towards each other,
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
