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Abstract

With the theme of “ promoting the construction of cultural exchange mechanism
and enhancing a solid foundation of public opinion ‘ The Beltand Road’”, the
Shanghai Culture Communication Development Report in 2018 focuses on the key
issues of the development of Shanghai cultural exchanges with other countries in
2018 and the near future.

Practice in Hong Kong, Macao and Taiwan”.

The general report focuses on the cultural exchange and cooperation mechanism
construction in the Beltand Road. Based on the current situation of our country to
further strengthen the mass base and the social soil of “The Beltand Road” as well as
promoting the public minds of countries along the line, the report aims to analyze the
achievements and problems of the “The Beltand Road ” cultural exchange and
cooperation mechanism construction. By analyzing new challenges, in combination
with the practical situation of our country, the general report puts forward the
countermeasures and suggestions for the construction of cooperation mechanism to
further the next step along the “The Beltand Road” culture communication.

“The Construction of Cultural Economic and Cultural Exchanges in The
Beltand Road” mainly focuses on the leading role of “The Beltand Road” to start a

experience and realistic problem in the United States; active promoting of the
globalization tide of Chinese culture industry and the enhancement of new advantage
of China’s cultural industries and cultural trade.

Construction” focuses on Shanghai overseas cultural institutions; Shanghai tries to
build up five big cooperation mechanism: art festival, film festival, art galleries,
museums, music creation and so onj the contents of cultural exchanges and
cooperation among the cities along the line of “The Beltand Road”. Fujian
province, as one of important maritime silk road starting point, vigorously promotes
the exploration of the practice and experience in “The Beltand Road” cultural
exchanges and cooperation mechanism.
