Domestic violence is a social issue that cannot be neglected. The
enactment of the Anti—-Domestic Violence Law by the People” s Republic
of China on March 17 2016 marked the moment in history when domestic
violence was formally incorporated into the scope of law regulation.
At present, it is cerucial to discuss strategies and methods of effective
enforcement of the anti-DV law. To further explore and promote the work
against domestic violence, we need to advocate for collaboration among
government leaders and“mul‘tiﬁle agencies as well as participation from
civil society. Meanwhile, we should encourage women who have suffered,
or who are suffering. from domestic violence to stand up and protect their
own rights and intenlests.".Wb must also support them to grow from being
DV victims, to being anti-DV advocates.

From November 2014 to August 2016, with the generous
monetary support from the Government of Australia and practical

support from the Department for Women' s Rights and Interests and
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International Liaison Department of ACWF, the China Association

of Marriage and Family Studies (CAMF) and UN Women began
implementation of a project named Using the Law to Combat Domestic
Violence (DV): Practical 5 Step Training of Trainers for DV Vietim
Advocates in China to achieve such goal of empowering victims to
become advocates. Training workshops were held several times in
Beijing. For the first time. DV survivors from China and Australia
came together with representatives of government service providers
to learn best practices for helping DV victims. The government
service providers include various agencies that cooperate to combat
DV. including women’ s federations, public security departments,
judiciaries, and health sectors. By sharing their own experiences and
stories of being subjected to domestic violence, the survivors helped
the service providers better understand the difficulties and needs of
DV victims. Acquiring legal knowledge and rights protection skills
also enhanced the survivors™  ability to advocate for other women. to
influence them positively. and to free them from violence.

Ten pilot provinces and eities that participated in this project
also implemented their own training programs. Around 1,000 key

members from the local level service providers received the training,
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shared replicable working experience, and expanded the influence

and coverage of their work. One of the most important outcomes of
the training workshops, a booklet titled Training Manual for DV
Vietim Advocates, was revised and finished based nn.repeated
discussions among the CAMF, Department for Women' s Rights and
Interests of ACWF, International Liaison Department of ACWF,and
UN Women. During revision, each agency incorporated feedback
into the booklet. The feedback was collected one year after the trial
version of the hooklet was released and within the vear after the anti-
DV law was passed. We expect this relatively authoritative, creative,
and practical booklet to educate the DV vietim about the collection
and use of evidence, methods to seek help from the police and other
relevant service agencies, relevant legal knowledge, and methods and
skills to protect one’ s rights. Addi‘tionally, the booklet is designed

to help the relevant service agencies to specify their functions and
