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Urban renewal has become the primary strategy of Shanghai government in the field of the urban planning in these years. As one means, the
micro-renewal of the urban public space, which is small, flexible and efficient, has attracted wide attention from the society. Many practice results
from social needs or ongoing practice provide experience for later generations. However, it is necessary for planning to study how to regulate those
projects, meanwhile leaving them varied. Thus, the planning authorities start a platform which thinks highly of interaction and communication. By
the platform, it observes the different practices by spontaneous society; furthermore, itself carries out micro renewal practices focusing on various
types of public space types. In the future, based on the above, it will form a guideline as a public policy to regulate the micro-renewal projects of the

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At present, Shanghai is facing the problems such as the decrease of develop-able space in cities, the inefficient use of space and the scarcity of

urban green space. Based on the case studies of the roof space development in modern Shanghai and contemporary foreign cities, and by the

author’s own practice, this paper proposes a new mode of space utilization.Rediscovering the use of inefficient rooftops in time and space in urban

centers, to improve the spatial quality and variability of spatial functions with micro-updates. Integrating commercial users with different needs at
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different times and in different ways to enhance the efficiency space use, and explore the surplus value of urban space.
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
