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Abstract

The book, an annual report on “the analysis and forecast of social
development form” for the year 2015, is from the research group of The
Social Sciences Academy of Gansu Province. It is written by the research
staft from the studio of research fellow Bao Xiaoxia, senior expert of The
Social Sciences Academy of Gansu Province. There are a total of 15 special
topics in ghe book. It contains 2 parts in addition to the general report:
writings on development and special topics. The selection of the topics
revolves round the developing status of social undertakings, to analyze
systematically the aims achieved in the — Twelfth — Five — Year period. The
special topics are directed against the phenomena such as aging of
population, employment, rural “ hollowing out” food safety and the
building of a law — based government. The writings, by the ways of
microscopic investigation and case analysis, supply analysis in depth in order
to interpret the deep fields of current social development in Gansu.

It 1s emphasized in the book that the social running of Gansu in 2015
shows the following characteristics.

In the year of 2015, smooth economical running ensures steady
progression of all kinds of social undertakings, and supplies necessary
economic base for the further improvement of urban and rural residents’
life; main aspects of residents ’ life quality presents good posture;
environmental management witnesses new progress; drinking water and air
quality in cities have been further bettered; educational enterprise wholly
shows good development trend; accessibility of medical and health services

for urban and rural residents is improved effectively. In the aspect of rural
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area, hollowing — out has been a new normalcy, which is universally
approved and adapted by the people of different ages as well as different
groups; “double — connection 7 ( connect villages and households) , a
campaign to enrich people started by Provincial Party Committee and

plays an important role in the rural social
construction. Speaking of cities and towns, six important measures
accelerate Gansu’s urbanization, which is developing from extensive
expansion to fine management and building. But from the angel of
development, reformation of land system lags, lacking industry support;
investment and financing channel is relatively single, so that the problems
brought about by quick wurbanization are troubling urbanization’s
development to a high level.

It is pointed out in the book that the main challenges Gansu in 2016
will confront are as follows :

Influenced by macroeconomic environment, the growth of Gansu’s
major economic indicators will continue to glide, and it brings about more
serious negative effects to all kinds of social constructions, which depend on
public finances too much and whose original input was obviously
insufficient; more obvious contradiction will appear in some base fields that
have been troubling Gansu social development for long. Employment rate
of labor force is terribly low, environmental management function 1s weak,
and aging before getting rich brings widespread 1mpact to social
construction. There 1s a larger gap between modernization level of social
governance capabilities and requirements of a law — based government.
Regulation mechanism of social security funds is still deficient. Social
management in 2016 will continue to face a series of challenges, which will
influence directly social proper running. So, we should pay special
attention to social development programming mentioned in the provincial

government report of 2016, and countermeasures should be put forward.
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
