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Foreword

This is the age of revolution. This is the age of
transformation.

This is the age of integration. This is the age of
development.

Chinese President Xi Jinping suggested, in multiple
occasions, to build a “community of shared future”, by tackling
the profound changes in global economy, maintaining the
structure of a fair international order, and actively participating
in the optimization of the world governance.

In a “community of shared future”, interactions among
states would feature dialogue over confrontation, and
partnership over alliances. Society would promote the co-
existence of multiple lifestyles and ideas. The world would be a
safer and more interconnected place.

Everything in this world is interconnected. Humans,
plants, water, earth, and the virtual world are all related to one
another. This concept that everything is interwoven is best
explained by a concept from Chinese philosophy, Yuan, or
“Destiny”.

Grounded in theoretical research and case studies, the
author proposes the concept of “Destiny Quotient” (DQ). If
Destiny is the connection between a person and the outside

world, then DQ is the ability of a person to recognize, grasp,
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and use the patterns of this connection. More generally, Destiny
is the connection and interaction between people, objects,
combinations thereof, as well as the outcomes caused by the
energy and information produced through this interaction.
Then, DQ is the ability to recognize, grasp, and use the
patterns of these connections and interactions. The author
analyzes, from the perspective of an individual and the society,
how one may use DQ to understand the “Nine Destinies of Life”
(god, world, people, blood, love, emotion, chance, devotion,
and carefreeness), in order to identify life goals, gain new
perspectives on the world, and advance the society.

The author proposes and proves the “Law of Starting
Point”, which states that every action we take is a function of its
starting point, and that this starting point is determined by three
quotients: 1Q, EQ, and DQ. We live unique lives not only
because we have different initial starting points, but also
because every decision we make perturbs the state we live in and
become the starting point to the next chapter of our lives. In a
world defined by quantum mechanics, one that is full of
uncertainty and endless choices, it is imperative to understand
DQ in order to improve the decisions we make.

The author proposes a theory on “ Transforming to a
Positive Mind ”. Transformation is a process in which a
fundamental change occurs in the form, structure, and pattern
of an object, or the mind of a person. Transforming to a positive

mind is then the constant process that guides one towards a
