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PREFACE

This work is the result of a collaborative project of the First Historical Archives of China,
Peking University and La Trobe University (Australia) to publish the selected documents from the
First Historical Archives of China containing the correspondence between China and the U.S. in the
last decades of the Qing Dynasty. This collection of documents will be of great value for research
both on the history of modern China and on the diplomatic history of the late Qing Dynasty.

The First Historical Archives of China currently hold about ten million archival documents from
the Ming and Qing Dynasties. The archives, which are from the Office of Foreign Affairs and the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, deal with the relationship between the Qing government and foreign
countries. The Office of Foreign Affairs was established during the eleventh year of the Xian-Feng
period (1861) and later converted to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (Wai Wu Bu).The archives
dealing with the relationship of the Qing Dynasty with the U.S. contains 7298 documents from the
eleventh year of the Emperor Xian-Feng period to the end of the Xuan-Tong period (1851-1912).
This collection of documents represents a systematic, comprehensive and authentic record of the
diplomatic correspondence between the Qing government and the U.S. government. The collection
consists of treaties, diplomatic notes, correspondence, official communications, telegrams and sundry
other items. Most of the documents are written in Chinese, but some of them are in English or other
foreign languages. |

The editing and publishing of the historical and archival materials on the activities of the
Qing government and its relations with foreign countries started at the time of the founding of the
National Palace Museum, predecessor of today’s First Historical Archives of China. Such works
Sources on Qing Dynasty’s Foreign Relations and Sources on Religious incidents of the Qing Era
were published between 1933 and 1949.More recently the First Historical Archives of china have
published the Collection of Archival Documents on Relations between the Qing Government and
Austria and Archival materials on relations between China and Britain.

These documents are divided into eight categories: Protocol and Diplomatic Exchanges;

Commerce and Trade; Taxation and Finance; Railways and Mines; Education;International



Conferences; Chinese Emigrants and Recruitment; the Consolidated. The volumes contain copies
of 1758 original documents, are reproduced for the benefit of scholars and professionals conducting
research in this field. In order to provide a clear view of the historical sequence, all documents have
been arranged in chronological order. For the convenience of readers, the editors have provided
a brief summary of the content for each of the documents, formulated clear and concise captions,
organised a table of contents and set out the chronological framework in terms of both the Chinese
lunar calendar and the Gregorian calendar.

This Volume is expected to serve as an useful instrument for research and scholarship.
