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Abstract

At present, the world economy is still undergoing slow and weak recovery
with significant restructuring in economic pattern. All countries, in order to gain
the power of initiative in their development, are regarding structuring adjustments
as their strategic option. China is entering an era of New Normal, with difficulties
and challenges, which witnesses intrinsic need of transformation and upgrading
together with increasing constraints of developments in time and space. All these
make it a nf;cessity to speed up structural adjustments and promote transformation in
development model. With the severe situation at home and abroad, it should be
priority for Shanxi to grasp the opportunity to implement structural reforming. It is
up to Shanxi to grasp the last key chance, with institutional innovation as its
breakthrough, with the war of accelerating reforming towards transformation as its
real task. Shanxi should rebuild an engine structure, optimize industrial structure,
reshape regional pattern, innovate factor structure and improve pattern of income
distribution to brave the structural puzzle in reforming, adapt to the New Normal ,
promote the Six Developments, realize Shanxi economy’s quality, efficiency and
upgrading and create a new era featured with rich people and strong province.

As the first blue book of Shanxi to focus on the construction of Integrated
Reforming Pilot Area for Shanxi’s Transformational Development, the Annual
Repott on Resource-reliant Economy’s Transformational Development in Shanxi provides
sustainable and  insightful research on the resource-reliant economy’s
transformational development. Succeeding the themes of Shanxi’s Twelfth Five-
Year-Plan, Transforming Development Model, Innovation-driven Development
and Overall and Thorough Reforming, the topic of 2015 is Towards a Resource-
reliant Economy’s Balanced Structure in the Context of New Normal, which
attempts to provide theoretical and empirical study concerning the key tasks,

strategic choices and approaches in the tough time for reforming towards economic
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transformation. Feasible and operational policy-making suggestions are also given.
The publishing of this book is expected to provide reference for theoretical research
and policy-making innovation, with theoretical significance and practical value.

The Book is made up of nine parts; General Report, Comprehensive Analysis,
Industrial Transtormation, Scientific and Technological Innovation, People’s
Livelihood Improvement, Ecological Construction, Enterprises’ Development,
Case Study and Appendix. The General Report, based on a conclusion about the
work in 2014, makes in-depth analysis on the problems and reasons concerning
Shanxi resource-reliant economy’s structure. To adapt to the New Normal, Shanxi
must further innovate thoughts and promote firmly structural reforming to
accelerate structurally balanced developments in six aspects, namely, to realize
engine structure’s balanced developments by transforming from demand-pulled
model to supply-pushed model, to realize factor investment structure’s balanced
development in tackling the conflicts between production factors’ supply and
demand, to achieve industrial structure’s balanced developments by giving equal
priority to coal and non-coal industries, to gain ownership structure’s balanced
development by strengthening the vigor of the non-publicly-owned enterprises, to
realize rural and urban balanced development by coordinating new urbanization and
new rural area construction and to gain income distribution pattern’s balanced
development by creating an Olive-shaped distribution pattern.

The Comprehensive Analysis provides a performance assessment about the
comprehensive reforming for transformation with a preliminary transformation
index constructed. It also gives insightful analysis about the features of economic
rise rate, structure, engine and adjustment and proposes an overall solution to the
structural reform, which includes Eight Transformations concerning thought
transformation, goal transformation, engine transformation, factor transformation,
industrious transformation, regional transformation, distribution transformation and
green transformation. Industrial Transformation focuses on the imbalance in
industrious structure. It discusses the new paths for industrious transformation and
upgrading by speeding up industry structural adjustments, moderating industry
isomorphism and promoting cultural industry. Scientific and Technological

Innovation focuses on innovation-driven development to deal with the blocked
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innovation dilemma, namely to handle development bottleneck by scientific and
technological innovation, to promote industrious optimization and upgrading by
informationization initiatives, to promote new agricultural socialization service
system by standardization efforts. The People’s Livelihood Improvement talks about
the puzzles such as urban and rural coordinated development, employment
promoting, and ensuring the disadvantaged people’s food safety. The Ecological
Construction concerns the environmental problems and green transformation such
as developing low-carbon economy, innovate ecological compensation mechanism
for the coal and non—coal ore resource exploitation. The Enterprises’ Development
discusses suggestions for state-owned and private enterprises’ reforming efforts. The
Case Study traces the progress made in the trial counties for transformational
developments and pilot counties with more power delegated, with more
suggestions-given to promote the comprehensive reforming in the trial counties.
The Appendix remarks on the development of Shanxi by the Scretary of CCP’s
Shanxi Committee and the Provincial Governor and proposals by experts and
scholars concerning the construction of Integrated Reforming Pilot Area for
Shanxi’s Transformational Development. The Great Events are also included in the
