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Abstract

The thought that Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan extracted from the difference of words
and expressions of Chun-qiu edited by Confucius should be regarded as the thought of
Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan and should not be regarded as the thought of Confucius. It
would be true that Gu-liang-zi was the writer of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan that was writ-
ten in the middle of the Warring States Period and was repolished to develop into a final
text by scholars of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan in the Han dynasity, Actually it was Gu-li-
ang-zi who developed Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan from Zi-zia's hermeneutics of Chun-qiu
to form his academic characteristic, Xun-zi who learned and taught Chun-qiu-gu-liang-
zhuan was a key man who strengthened the academic characteristic of kindness in Chun-
qiu-gu-liang-zhuan . The academic characteristic of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan which did
not meet Emperor Wu'’s political need of internal unification and external aggression was
the basis on which Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan played an important role in Emperor Xuan's
administration, The leading learners of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan turned towards Chun-
qiu-zuo-shi-zhuan which was more idealistic than Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan , which resul-
ted in the academic decline of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan.

The essence of the thought of the people’s livelihood of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan is
the thought of making people rich and prosperous through small-scale farming by individ-
ual owners on the premise of maintaining regality. The thought of dealing with internal
and external relations of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan includes the thought of dealing with
relations within a vassal state and between vassal states. Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan brings
forward the thought of civil activity with military preparations. The motif of the thought
of respect and kindness of Chun-qgiu-gu-liang-zhuan is a hierarchical system on the basis
of the three cardinal guides which include ruler guiding subject, father guiding son and

husband guiding wife.
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When there was a believable point Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan historified the believable
point and when there was a doubtful point Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan historified the doubt-
ful point, which reflected the thought of pursuing truth of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan.
Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan realized the differences in receptivity of the same thing ex-
pressed in different ways. Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan realized literature is developmental.
Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan judged ethically historical events historified, by which political
and ethical function of literature worked. Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan inherited the fine tra-
dition of laconicism which Chun-giu advocated. The historical thought of the change of
types of historical works along with the change of the content of historical works, which
was reflected in Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan, contained the thought of the change of types
of literature along with the change of the content of literature. The historical view of
Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan contained actually factors of the thought of literature and the i-
dea of literature.

Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan was organized in a 2-class structure. The second class struc-
ture of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan in most cases orgnized its content by questions and an-
swers, The structure mode of questions and answers of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan resulted
externally from the rise of private school and internally from the historical view of Chun-
qiu-gu-liang-zhuan and the content of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan influenced by the histor-
ical view of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan. In this way, the second class structure of Chun-
qiu-gu-liang-zhuan guaranteed the laconicism of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan. Questions
and answers of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan in most cases were gentle and easy.

The structure mode of questions and answers of Chun-giu-gu-liang-zhuan decided
the narrative mode of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan. Chun-qiu-gu-liang-zhuan emphasized
the role of art image in argumentation. The argument of Chun-giu-gu-liang-zhuan was
accompanied by the development of art image which justified the viewpoint of Chun-qgiu-
gu-liang-zhuan. The structure mode of questions and answers of Chun-qiu-gu-liang-
zhuan demanded to answer questions one by one, whose effect was to come to a conclusion
step by step,which resulted in logicality and power of works.
