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Abstract

The development of both society and economy of Gansu Province has
been accelerated gradually, and GDP has been kept growing at an increase
speed of more than two-digit number continuously for ten years since
Western Development Strategy was implemented. Furthermore, the three
strategic platforms of economy, culture and ecology: Lanzhou new area,
national circular economy demonstration area, Chinese civilization heritage
innovation area and national ecological security barrier comprehensive pilot
area were approved to construct, “3341” programs are being progressed
steadily. All of these promote the development of both economy and
society of the province strongly. The GDP has increased by average
11. 17% per year for the first four years of the “12th Five-year Plan” ,
and the economic development has presented increasing trend form rapid
growth to middle and high speed development that is constant economic
expansion, more robust growth, more reasonable construction, more
multivariate dynamics and more ecological path. However, unfavourable
factors exist at the same time that development bottleneck constraints is
increasing, economic transformation needs to be strengthened, system and
mechanism restriction to development is also increasing, reform needs to
be deepened, development potentialities need to be tapped, and
fundamental guarantee for resources and environment need to be
promoted.

Facing severe situation that the road to global economic recovery has
been rough, and downward pressure on China’s economy has continued to

mount in 2015, the last year of the “12th Five-year Plan”, Gansu
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provincial communist party committee and province government actively

comply with the “ new normal” of economic development, and
comprehensively deepen system mechanism reforms, try hard to accelerate
economic transformation, to optimize economic structure, to culture new
economic growing dynamic, and to let people share the achievements of
development and reform. Aiming at important fields and weak links of
economy, Gansu provincial communist party committee and province
government also try hard to overcome economic downward pressure by
accurate control and precise implementation of policy. As a result, the
province has, overall, achieved a stable performance while at the same time
securing progress in its economy which has been kept growing at a middle
and high speed for the whole year. This Blue Book of Economy has not
only made a deep situation analysis of economic development of Gansu
province in 2015, but also made a scientific prediction about economy
developing trend in 2016. The book consists of sixteen special topics which
combined into three major parts; Overview, Industry part and Special part.
The Overview analyzed both economic development and macro-control
countermeasures of the whole year of Gansu province, made a preliminary
analysis of several important problems arose in economic transformation and
leap, and also evaluated the environment of employment and
entrepreneurship in  Gansu. From aspects of development situation,
operation status, existing problems and policy suggestions, the Industry part
studied the agriculture, industry, financial industry, the tertiary industry,
fiscal operation transportation and high-tech industries of Gansu province.
Aiming at development and construction strategy of “ Gansu golden
section” of “Silk Road Economic Belt” , driving innovation and improving
development quality, supporting small and micro businesses through public
service system, building local finical system, combing cities to develop
together, and integrating regional development etc., the Special part
presented feasible thoughts and countermeasures.

For future development during the period of “13th Five-year Plan™,
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Gansu province still need to comprehensively implement regional
development strategy relying on “3341” programs, and to achieve key
breakthrough from the following aspects: optimizing industrial structure,
building developing platform, improving poverty-alleviate development,
deepening reforms and open-ups, driving innovation, and promoting
development quality. By its special way, the Blue Book of Economy
combined the analysis of economic operation, trend forecasts and policy
suggestions together. Based on scientific situation analysis of economic
development of Gansu, this book made a scientific prediction about
economic development of Gansu in future, and also put forward
corresponding policy countermeasures. It has not only supplied scientific
support for economic developing in future but also meant very much for

Gansu to implement transition and leap both in economy and society.
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
