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Abstract

The students with outstanding academic records are
a special group that draws the most attentions from their
schools and parents. Such students always take pride in
their excellent personal abilities, academic achievements,
and other advantages in daily behavior. However, under
the examination-oriented education system, universal
attentions are paid to the examinatorial grades of the
students, while few are attached to their personality
cultivation, especially of the students with outstanding
academic records. Their excellent performances in study
prevent the teachers and parents from discovering the
personality defects of them. The researcher has

conducted a questionnaire survey concerning this
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problem in several primary and middle schools (including
key and non-key schools) in Guangzhou and also in
some online forums, such as K12 Forums of Class
Sponsors, forums of teachers and parents, as well as in
some online blogs. Based on the results of this open
survey and discussion, eight typical symptoms have
been concluded. With respect to three environmental
factors: family, school and society, the writer has done a
relatively deep analysis and research on the causes of the
formation of the students’ personality defects. The result
shows that without a timely rectification, such defects
are easily becoming obsessive personality disorder,
paranoid personality disorder and narcissistic personality
disorder, which will seriously influence the students’
normal interpersonal relationship, block them from
succeeding, and even cause the violation of the laws.
The difficulties in curing the personality defects make
the prevention of the formation even more important.
The relative preventive measures are listed here with the

hope of providing some references for the prevention of
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personality defects of the students with outstanding

academic records.
