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Abstract

Late Marx faced the challenges of the times’ development. He im-
proved materialist conception of history, answered the challenges from re-
ality,

First of all, regarding people as the valuable mecasure of the develop-
ment, he maintained not to take the productivity as the only standard to
judge the development of history. Correcting the value theory of social de-
velopment in middle thinking, late Marx set forth the limit of labor, He
emphasized the over ~ all development of individual talents and not always
took labor as a base of society. From this, he put the relation between
man and nature in the relation between people and people to explain it.
The principle that labor subordinates the life of people proved the human
essence of Marx’s philosophy.

Secondly, the determinants in the development are not only econom-
ic force or technique. Man’s realization initiative palyed the same role in
the primitive society. The social structure of pre — human society also de-
termined the transition from the state of nature animal to the state of hu-
man. Marx’s research of primitive society showed that the historical rules
themselves are also historical, and the determinant of history isn’ t eco-
nomic. The motive power and the base vary in the whole history.

Thirdly, productive force doesn’t determine productive relationship
indirectly sometimes, the path of historical development is not the repeti-

tion of the developing model of Europe an capitalism. The necessary rule



and dialectics cannot be understood passively. The unilinearism and mul-
tilinearism are unified in the communism course of individual liberation.
The continuity of the history and the interruption are integrated. The nat-
ural law of historical development doesn’t reduce the history to stiff ne-
cessity rule. The period and stage of history is multi — angles of view.
The mean sense of historical uniformity is the development creative ability
of the people’s freedom and consciousness.

In the above aspects of development, the core is the following:

Whether the deterministic relationship emphasized in Marx’ s general
history theory is etemnal or not, there was a positive assessment in the
formed course of Marx thought. In the study of anthropology, Marx point-
ed that in pre-human period blood kinship offered determinant to labor,
but not labor determined blood kinship. The kinship culture is the deter-
minant of the transition from animal nature to human society. The core
just is taboo of incest. The determinative role of productive force has a
course of historical development. This shows that kinship between the
function of sense and the function of production relationship’ s develop-
ment needs over — all comprehension. People’s productive labor derives
from unproductive society .

These views offer the base of transcending the capitalist Furcae Cau-
dinate. The deep philosophical values are the followings: the essence of
human doesn’t base on the subjectivity firstly, but on the social commu-
nicative relationship. The real communication is for individual develop-
ments. The real Practice is concrete and free. General history is the de-
velopment of people’s freedom. Historical development models must unify
with human being.
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
