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ON THE ROAD FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE MILITARY PERSONNEL WITH CHINESE CHARACTERISTICS
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ABSTRACT

The road for the development of the military person-
nel with Chinese characteristics is mapped by the Chinese
Communist Party during the course of leading the Chinese
revolution and construction, through integrating the basic
theory of the Marxism with the concrete practice in the
development of our military personnel.

Firstly, the author makes a systematic exposition of
the historical inevitability and of the theoretical basis for
the formation of the Road. Secondly, the paper sums up
the basic spirit of the Road as * maintaining the orienta-
tion, melting and casting the wisdom and strength as a
whole”, then probes deeply into its main content in the
following six aspects: 1. insisting on doing as the Party
says; 2. Attaching equal importance to the development
of professional skills and political integrity; 3. cultivating
the theoretical thought; 4. realizing the unity of knowing
and doing; 5. taking root in the masses; 6. combining in-
digenous approaches with foreign ones, traditional meth-
ods with modern ones. And then, the dissertation com
pares the features in the road of the military personnel
growing in China with that in the Western countries and
points out three potential advantages of the Chinese Road
over the Western Road in political strength, collective-
ness, and speed. Thirdly, it analyzes comprehensively
the challenges and opportunities for the Road in the new
century, and puts forwards a view of his own concerning
