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ABSTRACT

This dissertation addresses the anti-Japanese movement ini-
tiated by Northeastern Chinese citizens and Korean people after
the September 18th incident in 1931, when the Japanese army
began to exert a direct influence on Northeastern Chinese as a re-
sult of their forceful incursion into the territory. Using a multi-
directional analytical method, the dissertation uncovers and ex-
plains the organizational structure and life circumstances of those
who participated in the Northeastern region anti-Japanese volun-
teer army from 1931 to 1945.

Through a thorough analysis of the complex role the volun-
teer army played in Modern Chinese History, the author has
drawn the following new conclusions:

1. In the peculiarly complex international environment of
Northeastern Chinese, not only did the Chinese and Korean peo-
ple—facing the same fate—unite in an alliance against the
Japanese army, but the Soviet Union, too, secretly assisted the
Northeastern volunteers in their anti-Japanese activities.

2. At that time, the National Government in Nanjing was
pursuing the “external leniency/internal oppression” policy, dur-
ing which they cracked down on the Communist Party’s activi-
ties, they simultaneously secretly assisted the Northeastern vol-
unteers economically and with supplies of weapons. They even
helped integrate and coordinate the activities of the Northeastern
volunteers.

3. The participants in the Northeastern Chinese volunteer
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army transformed already-existing social organizations into the
bases of their aggressive anti-Japanese actions. Owing to defi-
ciencies in these existing organizational structures and differences
in the degree of patriotism in them, complicated internal con-
flicts emerged. These conflicts weakened the anti-Japanese al-
liance.

4. In the course of their anti-Japanese activities, the North-
eastern volunteers maintained subtle relations with the Chinese
elements in the Manzhouguo army. In this way, the Northeast-
ern volunteers received some assistance from the Manzhouguo

army itself.
