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The Research on Market Order
Supervising Management in.China

Abstract

The goal of this book is to discuss the countermeasures of main-
taining market order. I study various obstacles to the establishment
of the market order and their impacts on the market order develop-
ment. Based on the theoretical and empirical studies on the market
order supervision from home and abroad, a new market order super-
vising system is suggested in this book.

The book is organized as follows: Section one reviews the theo-
ries of market order supervision. The importance of governmental
supérvision on market order is discussed, -showing that a good mar-
ket order would create a favorable environment for the development
of socialist market economy. Section two presents the definition of
market order and its evaluation system. Section three presents the
analysis on the current situation of market order in China. During
the economic transition, market disorder exists due to the incom-

plete market regulation and management system in China. There are
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many unfair competition behaviors in terms of production and trade
in the market, which would impose negative impacts not only on the
legal rights of producers and consumers, but also on the market
functions, economic construction and economic reform. Section four
studies the countermeasures of establishing and maintaining market
order. The theoretical framework of market order supervision man-
agement system is also discussed in this section. China should learn
the experiences of market order supervision in developed countries.
Market order must be set up from complete regulation system, pow-
erful administration, and qualified officials. The market should be
transformed from market subject to market object, all the behaviors
of trading and competition should be controlled, and any violation of
market order should be punished. This book suggests the combina-
tion of market order and education. Trained producer, education
consumer and improved social environment would be very important
to maintain the market order. Section five compares different pat-
terns of market order supervising systems in developed countries
such as United States, Japan, German and U.K., and in develop-
ing countries such as Singapore and Thailand. Other patterns from
countries with the economic transition from planned economy to
market economy are also discussed. I find the general pattern of the
market order: First, there is a close relationship between market or-
der and market economy. Market order is different during the dif-
ferent stages of market economy. There is a perfect market order
just only in the complete market economy. Second, Government
should play important role in establishing and maintaining market
order by the implementation of laws and regulations. Third, trade

union and public media should also play important roles to maintain
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the market order.
This book would be a contribution to the study on the develop-

ment of the socialist economy and the maintenance of the market or-

der.
