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Abstract: Mr. Liang Shuming was a representative of Confu-
cianism in the 20th century. What he elucidated was the doctrine of
Coufucius and Mencius which is the original teachings of Confucial-
ism in the pre —Qin period and is characteristic of his times. He de-
veloped the doctrine of Confucius and Mencius concerning the views
of human relations, benevolence and ceremony . and of the mean in

the course of elucidation.
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
