When people buy stocks (B Z), most do so through one of the
securities exchanges or marketplaces for stocks and bonds (f5i35).
These marketplaces are commonly called "stock exchanges" and they
provide a meeting place for both the buyer and seller. To understand
why such securities or stock exchanges are important in the purchase
and sale of stocks and bonds, consider what would happen if you, and
everyone who wanted to buy (or sell) securities, had to find your own
buyer (or seller). How would you know what a fair price for the
security is? More importantly, how would you find out who is
interested in selling that stock to you (or buying it from you)? In order
to handle this marketing problem, securities exchanges have appeared.
Since there is a common meeting place for these transactions G 5),
people interested in buying and selling go there (or send their
representatives).
