Q: What is TOEFL?

A: TOEFL stands for Test of English as a
Foreign Language. 1t is a test designed to
measure the English language ability of
people who do not speak English as their
first language and who plan to study at

colleges and universitics in North.America. .

Educational Testing Service (ETS) of
Princeton, New Jersey, prepares and
administers TOEFL. This organization
produces many other standardized tests, such
as the Test of English for International
Communication (TOEIC), the Scholastic
Assessment Test (SAT), the Graduate
Management Admission Test (GMAT), and
the Graduate Record Examinations (GRE).

Although there are other standardized
tests of English, TOEFL is by far the most
important in North America. ETS has offered
this exam since 1965. Each year, almost
850,000 people take TOEFL at more than
1,250 testing centers all over the world.
Around 2,500 colleges and universities in the
United States and Canada require students
from non-English-speaking countries to
supply TOEFL scores as part of their applica-
tion process.

Q: What format does TOEFL follow? How
long does it take to complete?

A: All the questions on TOEFL are multiple-
choice questions with four answer choices.
The test is divided into three sections, each
with its own time limit. These sections are
always given in the same order.

The long form of TOEFL is sometimes given
in the U.S. and Canada. The exact number of
items and time limits vary somewhat from test to
test on the long form. Only 150 out of the total
number of items are scored. (The rest will
appear on future TOEFL tests.) Unfortunately,
there is no way to know which items are scored.

Because of the time it takes to check
identification, show people to their seats, give
directions, and pass out and collect exams, you
will actually be in the testing room for about 2%
hours for the standard form of the test and
around 3 hours for the long form.

Q: How has TOEFL changed?

A: In July 1995, ETS began giving a slightly
different form of TOEFL. In the Listening
Comprehension Section, the old Part A,
called Single Statements, was eliminated. This
part was replaced by a greater number of the
old Part B Dialogs (short conversations). This
became the new Part A. The old Part C,
Extended Conversations and Mini-Talks, was
divided into two parts. The new Part B
consists of Extended Conversations; the new
Part C consists of Mini-Talks (short lectures).
The new Listening Comprehension section
lasts about as long as the old one did (30
minutes). There are no new types of items.

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QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS ABOUT TOEFL

There were no changes in Section 2,
Structure and Written Expression.

Section 3, Vocabulary and Reading
Comprehension, became Reading Compre-
hension. The thirty separate vocabulary items
that formerly began this section were
eliminated. Twenty more reading compre-
hension questions were added, including
many more vocabulary-in-context items that
ask about words in the reading passages.
There are five or six passages, and the
passages tend to be slightly longer than
before. The new Section 3 takes 10 minutes
longer to complete than the old version.
There are no new item types.

There are no changes in the means of
calculating scores.

The overall changes are summarized in
the following chart:

More information is given about specific
changes in the TOEFL in the introductions to the
Listening Comprehension and Reading Compre-
hension parts of this book

Q: What is an Institutional TOEFL?

A: Institutional TOEFL tests are given by English
language schools and other institutions.
Sometimes they are used for placement in a
school’s English program or for testing a
student’s progress. Institutional tests are
made up of items that previously appeared
on tests administered by ETS.

Because ETS does not supervise these
tests, some universities won’t accept the
results. However, many other universities
will. You should check with the admissions
offices of universities to see what their
policy is. You must arrange for the institute
where you took the exam to send the scores
to the university.
