If someone is BPfishing for BPcompliments and you tell them what
they want to hear, you probably think it’s a ‘kind’ lie. However, you
get something as a result of this lie—affection, friendship, peace and
quiet.
2.

When you lie for self—protection,the reason is clearer. To explain your
lateness, you tell your boss the train was cancelled, not that you over-
slept. You cannot be blamed for being late, because you are not re-

sponsible for the ‘behaviour’ of the train and the WPconsequences.

3.

The third sort of lie could be more dangerous. It is, for example, the
kind that people tell in order to climb up the ladder at work, without

caring who gets hurt in the process.

4.

But what about being lied to? Can you spot when someone is telling
you a lie? Apparently there are some verbal clues—lots of ums and
ahs—and liars take longer to answer a question. They also speak

faster but don’t always give the right amount of detail.
