Preface for Taiwan Edition

Writing a new preface for this book gives me an opportunity
to think aout what I should have written differently in the first
place.

In light of recent events in Communist countries, not only in
the Soviet Union but also in Mainland China, in Eastern Europe,
Cambodia, Afghanistan, and others, it is evident that the crisis. [
described in the chapter on Leninist regimes is even more urgent
than I thought. The speed of recent changes and the intensity of
political struggles in most of these countries has caught me, and
most specialists by surprise, even if their general direction has not.
In Poland and Hungary there have been serious attempts to insti-
tute a real measure of democracy. In the USSR the leadership, if
not yet the whole of the Communist Party, has recognized that the
only way to overcome economic stagnation is through reform and
liberalization. In Communist China, even as I write this, it is un-
clear how long political repression and brutality will manage to
hold down the people’s demands for change.

[t remains as true as before, however, that reforming Com-
munist countries is extremely difficult because their systems can-

not be desocialized piece by piece; that risks rapid disintegration if
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
