In the United States, every day newspaper reports tell of
“crime in the streets”. Unfortunately, all too often such stories
have made some people think that cities are so dangerous that they
should be avoided. This is not necessarily the case. If an individual
is careful where he goes and what he does, the chances of having a
misfortune in any large city are relatively small.

In general, when moving about a city at night, it is wise to
keep to the more traveled and better lighted streets. If you must

travel through areas of a city that are considered dangerous or de-

serted, you should go by bus or taxi rather than on foot. Avoid

parks after dark since they too are likely to be deserted.

Some cities have special telephone numbers to report a fire or

call the police. You will find these listed in the front of the tele-

phone book and on public telephones. If the number is not posted,

you can reach the police or fire department by calling the operator

on the telephone. I you have an automobile accident, you should

call the police and wait until they arrive.
