Brooklyn & Manhatian
Brooklyn, one of the five boroughs (778 X ) (Manhattan, Brooklyn. Bronx, Queens.
and Staten Island) of New York City, is both an important industrial center, with extensive
deepwater harbor facilities, and a densely populated residential area— the most populous
borough of New York City. Industries are diversified and include metal products, machin-
erv, textiles, clothing, paper products, and electrical goods.
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Brooklyn occupies a generally low and flat terrain. It has at least 28 geographic
neighborhoods, many of which grew around early villages of the same name. The Dorough
has an extensive system of parks and recreational areas, and the beach and the amusement
area of Coney Island are also well known.

Manhattan, one of the five boroughs of New York City, coextensive with New York
County. southeastern New York. U.S. The borough, mainly on Manhattan Island, spills
over into the Marble Hill section on the mainland and includes a number of islets in the Fast
River. It is bounded by the Hudson River (west), Harlem River and Spuyten Duyvil Creek
(northeast), FEast River(east), and Upper New York Bay(south). Manhattan is often
mistakenly deemed synonymous with New York City.

Manhattan is considered one of the world’ s foremost commercial, financial, and cul-
tural centers. It is renowned for its many points of interest, Aniong these are Broadway ,
one of the world s best-known streets; the financial district of Wall Street; skyscrapers,
such as the Empire State Building and the World Trade Center; Greenwich Village,
Harlem, and Central Park; the United Nations headquarters; and various cultural and ed-
ucational institutions, including the Metropolitan Museum of Art, the Metropolitan Opera
House, the Museum of Modern Art, Columbia University, two branches of the City Uni-
versity of New York, and New York University.
